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“No Need for Anxiety in Germany.”

Minister of Interior's Reassuring Statement.
Berlin, September 29th.

A reassuring statement with regard to the safety of the
Jews in Germany was made by Dr. Wirth, the Minister of the
Interior of the German Federal Republic, in the course of
an interview. The Minister’s attention was drawn to the
anxiety created by the recent Parliamentary elections througi-
out the world of Jewry, where it was feared that the astounding
growth of the Hitlerist vote might result in a wave of anti-
Semitism which would overwhelm Germany. He held it, there-
fore, of great importance tc learn what attitude the German
Government was taking on tne matter.

_ There is no ground for anxiety, the Minister of the In-
terior replied, because the Government of the German Republic
will never swerve from its attitude of the past, and will under

no circumstances allow itself to be stampeded into anti-Semitie
channels.

In reply to the question how the astounding change of
sentiment represented by the big Hitlerist vote could be ex-
plained, the Minister of the Interior drew attention to the severe
economic distress existing in the country. The growth of the
National-Socialist vote, he said, denoted a tremendous protest
against this distress. He did not believe that all those who had
voted for the National-Socialists desired thereby to stamp them-
selves as fierce antagonists of the Jews. There was no aggres-
sive anti-Semitic feeling which might lead to injustices or to
acts of violence.

The Government is in a position to guarantee the main-
tenance of law and order in the country, the Minister declared.
It has always been its determined endeavour to ensure the
protection of all German citizens, irrespective of their creed.
The German Republic, he concluded, considers itself honour
bound in this respect, and we not cnly desire but we are able
to ensure such protection to all the citizens of our State.

Meanwhile Hitlerist Jew-Baiting Goes On.

The Hitlerist Press is continuing its Jew-baiting policy
unabated. The latest issue of the Voelkischer Beobachter, the
chief Hitlerist daily, contains a number of articles, all directed

against the Jews, who arc held up as an unwanted disruptive
element.
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
