HE YEOYILLE SYNAGOGUE. 
ECIAL interest was lent to the 

Holy Festival services at this 
gue owing to a previous an­
ment having been made that a 
own clrnzan from America had 

<"'ngaged to lead tJ:.e congre-

f;ants in p1·ayer. The singer had built 
up for himself a great reputation and 
it was but natural that on the first 
night of Rosh Hashonah, the shool 
shoul<l not only be fille<i with seat­
holders, but quite a few hundred 
strangers tumecl up in order to lie 
the first to hear the American 
cha:::m1. 

Cantor Leib Glantz showe<l himself 
to be the possessor of a fine, though 
not a powerful, lyric tenor \'oice. He 
displayed keen understanding of the 
musical side of Hebrew liturgy. His 
rendering was perhaps more in the 
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it here. 

The new cantor was assist d by an 
ably conduct.eel choir under the direc­
tion of l\11'. gschwege. This is the 
only choir in a Johannesburg syna­
gogue (outside that of the Reform 
Temple) which has ladies in it. There 
can be no doubt that the fine blend­
ing of the male and female voices in 
synagogue chornl music adds to the 
special quality of the singers. 

During the morning service on the 
first day of Rosh Hashonah, an elo­
quent sermon w~s delivered by the 
Rev. Dr. A. T. Shrock, B.A. This 
young minister has now become re­
nowned for his eloquently worded and 
thought-provoking addresses. 

THE GER.MAN-JEWISH REFUGEE 
CONGREGATION EZ CH.\YIM. 

DRAWN from distant Germany, 
where for centuries Jews had 

worshipped in their beautiful and 
histor:c synagogues-now neglected 
and in many instances in ruins-some 
five hundred German-Jewish refugees 
gathered in the Jewish Guild Mem­
orial Hall to pray for a brighter and 
more hopeful future. 

The 8imple service was noteworthy 
for the intensjty of feeling which 
characterised the proceec:ings. Mr. 
Halperin, with his able and willing 
co-workers, had succeeded in trans­
forming the hall into a dignified 
place of worship. Covered in large 
black and white tallithirn, and wear­
ing- spotlessly white yarrnelkas, many 
of the men reminded one of the High 
Priests in our early history. 

Mr. K. Hirsch capably acted as 
rlwzan throughout the serv~ce, and 
the congregation chanted responses 
showing a knowledge and under-
8tanding of 1 he melodies of Jewish 
liturgy . .Mr. Rosenthal deliYcred en­
couraging sermons, the main burden 
of which was an admonition to pre­
pare for the new life before them, a 
life to be lived nobly ancl courage­
ously as c:tizens of South Africa, anci 
proud members of Israel. Mr. Infeld 

also cieliverecl an impressive sermon 
on the first day. Mr. H. Sachs ably 
canied out a number of important 
duties, which ma'-1e for smooth or­
ganisation of the proceedings. 

THE BERE.\. SYNAGOGl'E.

THE REFORM SYN.AGOG{ E. 

WHILST the orthodox synagogues 
throughout Johannesburg were 

filled with congregants and extra 
halls had to be taken to accommo­
date the worshippers, it was interest­
ing to observe that the Temple Israel 
--a magnificent house of worship 
and the only Jewish Reform syna­
gogue in South Africa--drew a larg-e 
congregation to its services. Although 
the latter were not conducted accord­
ing to the custom of the old prayer 
book, and there was much deviation 
and "contraction" in the prayers and 
the liturgy, the services took place in 
a solemn atmosphere. All the wor­
worshippers joined in the prayers and 
participat·ed in the services, as is the 
custom among liberal and Reform 
Jews. 

Rabbi Moses Cyrus We~ler de­
livered an eloqul'nt sermon during the 
morning- of the first day of Rosh 
Hashonah and the title of his ad­
dress \.vas "The Glory of the Im-
perfect." -

The services at the Ternnle were 
made the more beautiful by the really 
splendid choir of male and female 
voices, under the direction of Mr. 
Jerry Idelson. There is no doubt of 
this gentleman's fine knowledge of 
Hebrew liturgy and his association 
with the Temple Israel is one which 
must be highly treasured by the 
members of that congregation.

It is known that the 
Y eoville Synagogue had refu ed a 
few hundred such applications an cl 
during the year the auditorium of 
the synagogue will be considerably 
enlarged. 

It was generally gl':itifying to 
note the large congregations in all 
the synagogues. There can be no 
doubt that the solemn call of the 
Festival uf Rosh Ha ho:iah wa. 
answered earnestly by thousand · 
of our co-religionists in the Trans­
vaal and throughout the country.
