Consecration of the Ponhcez Synagogue. 

In the course of hi address at the Con­
secration Service in connection with th 
opening, of the n \V Ponivez Synagogue, 
P rof. Rabbi Israel Abrahams said: 

"Every synagogue i a citadel-a citadel 
of light. We need more light to-day­
the light of hebraic spiritual ideal", the 
light of the sublime J ewi h ethic. It i 
only this divine radiance that can disperse 
the menacing clouds of anti-Semitism and 
totalitarian barbarism that have dark ned 
the skies oi human life. 

"From this viewpoint we cannot have too 
many synagogues or bate Midrashim. But 
a vital consid ration must be borne in 
mind. Judaism has many angle . It can 
show its splendour from many different 
nspects. Complete uniformily may not be 

desirable; nevertheless there :r;nust pe unit,\ 
-unity 0£ purpose, id ntity of ideal. If 
we diffuse our energies ne dlessly, we waste 
them, and we frustrate our true aim. Con­
gr gations must never lose sight 0£ their 
spiritual objective. They must not become 
competitive religious ''concerns,'' who re­
gard it as a triumph to outdo their rivals. 
Such a spirit bears no r lation to the sacred 
purpose of synagogal lif and worship. It 
serves on i.h contrary to deba e the re­
ligious currency of our faith, and low rs onr 
traditions in tlie , of our youth. 

''The l\'fother Congregation 0£ outh 
Africa has shown a parental affection for 
the younger congregations whic}l must be 
gratifying to all concerned. It has be n 
exemplified in a ·haracteristic mann r in 
regard to th· Ponivez Synagogue. In thiR 
\Vay and by l hi. . pirit can our community 
hope to continue the eon olidation of its 
r ligious Ii fe."
