Turnover of Tnuva. 

£ 1,000,000 MARK PASSED. 
Jerusalem. 

'l1he tur11m·er of ':I.1nuva, centrc.tl sales 
organi~ation of the Jewish agTicultural 
settlements, has for the first time passed 
the £Pl,OOO,OOO mark. The increase is 
clue both to the higher output of milk, milk 
product , eggs and vegetables, but also to 
the higher prices. The turnover increased 
from £P704,200 il1 1939/40 to £Pl,060,000 
during the year ended September 30, 1941 , 
or by more than 50 per cent., of which milk 
and milk products accounted for £P470,000. 
l\Iilk production renched a new record at 
<tbout rn,000,000 litres, or 2,200,000 more 
than in the previous 12 months. Demand 
for liquid milk 'vas larger both for general 
c.:onsumption and for the Army. Some 
10,000,000 litre of milk were turned into 
cheese, butter or cream py the central 
tfoiry 11t Tel Yosei. Four different types of 
c.:liees ~ue i10w beiDg produced. The out­
put of goat milk totalled some 750,000 
I itr ·s, and some 60 tonl::l of goat-milk chees 
\\'ere mnde. The output of eggs marked it 

1.3 per cent. deer aSl', the first for many 
.'em , owing to the increase of fod.devr 
pric.:es. 

The production of vegetabl s, excluding 
potatoes, rose from 10,400 tons to betwee11 
11,500 and 12,000 tons, while sales of pota­
toes iuereased from 3,830 to 4,400 tons. 
Hales of fruit, espeeially bananas, grapes, 
appJ s, pears, tc., rose, i)rices being only 
:->lightly higher. l\1uch progress was noted 
nt th five factorie,· of the settlements of 
A~hclod YaacoY, Givat Brenner, Giva 
l lnirn, Kfar Oiladi und Kfor Vitkin, whicl1 
proclt1<..:e jam, marmalades, fruit juices, 
c·it!'lls by-procluetR, v getables, <'Onserves, 
('fr. 

<'niches of Juke nnd scu fish and fish from 
;1rti fic-ial ponc.lR showed much progress, 
Rrth'~ ncl 'llll ·ing from 04 to 140 tons 'alued 
at ubout £P1G,OOO.

MEETING OF JEWISH 

FARMERS. 
Jerusalem. 

A meeting of Jewish farmers assembled 
at Hehovoth to discuss means to increase 
uaricultural llroductiou, wa~ addressed by 
~fajor .hank Reginald Mason, Director of 
Agriculture and :Fisheries in the Palestine 
Gornrnmeut. The main problem before the 
conferenee wa the production of various 
ki11ds of oil, Hpecially from ground-nut·. 
BPfore the \\ ar some 20,000 tons of ground­
nuts \Vere imported for the value of 
£P2.)0,000, net·ording to th e. timate of 
Dr. ..:\ dltm Huppin, uml by being growu 
locally, some 2,000 fami lies woul<l find a 
livelihood. The area to he planted for th' 
hnrvesting of thib quantity would be 50,000 
1l1mnmH. The conference nlso dw lt on th(• 
growing of soyu beans, \Vhich have great 
nutritiYe Yalue for humans and can be used 
ns a green fodder for cattle, apart from it, 
various industrial qualities.
