Sigi Weissenberg's second recital at the City
Hall on Tuesday night was an outstanding event
in the musical history of Cape Town. The very
large audience present expressed their apprecia-
tion of the magnificent playing of this brilliant
young artist by giving him a tremendous ovation
and he in turn responded with no fewer than five
encores

The first half of the programme consisted of
Haydn’s Sonata in E Flat major and Chopin’s
Sonata No. 3 in B minor, Op. 58. In both these
works Weissenberg dmpla\,ed amazing virtuosity
for one so young and his interpretation was
satisfying in every way.

After the interval Weissenberg played Prelude,
Fugne and Variations by Cesar Franck, two
Studies by Scriabine, Humoreske by Wladigeroff
(his teacher in Bulgaria), and Suggestion Dia-
boliqgue, Op.
