the Jewish 'tate Rally took place, 
undNtaking not to continue its ·~ cpa-
1 atist activities in this hour of supreme 
ne(•d for one m1ited effort. [t would 
hnY placed the Zioni ·t F ·<ler. tion iu 
an impo~sihlP situation had it agreed 
to a Hevisionist sp aker appearing ou 
the State Rally platform on Sunday, 
only to face continuation by the Re\·i­
sioni~t Party of separatist acti,·it;v ou 
l\londa~. The present situation, as 
never before, calls for the closing of 
the ranks of Jewry througho.ut the 
world behind the one command and one 
authc.rity. There is no possible room 
left for dissident action within the 
Jewish State and within the World 
Zionist Organisation.
