H wu8, iu a very deep 
sens(', one of tlw acknowl '<lged archi­
tcc·ts and buildt•rs of South African 
life. \Yherev r we turn we see the 
imprPss of hi spirit and his handi­
work. hJ Parliament h wa a South 
.African patriot and statesman; in mat­
ters appntaining to the l\1oth r ( 'itJ 
-bP it at the. Municipal Comwil, ut 
the l ;uiYC'rsity, or at the Hospital 
Boal'(l- a wise t·o1mi·wllor, a de,·oted 
public· serrnnt. To the Jewish com­
muuitv l1f' wa8 both a son and a 
fathc>1:. He gavP 50 years of hi life• 
to his pPople. His biograph~· C"ould 
almost sene as the historv of South 
A friean J ewr~· <luring t .. :.o genera­
tions.

Cold marble, unfeeling stone, C"Ould 
nen•r ·erYe as a memorial to his warm 
heart, to his ardt'nt spirit. The grave­
stone marks onlv the site of hi earthly 
remains, of the 'mortal shrine that held 
the undying soul. Hi real monument 
is to be fouu<l in the imperi~·lrnble in­
flu >1H'e he e.?ert<'<l in his lifetime, in 
the lnminous <'xample he left after 
him.

"On Sabhnth afternoon we read: 
'These are the words which Moses 
spokP to all Israel on the other Fide of 
the Jordan.' I would apply the t;en­
tence to Mot>es ben Jacob Ale, antler. 
These word:, which his spirit helped 
to turn into the flesh of durable acts 
-these' d •eds, of which I have re­
C'ounted before h reach cl the Jordan, 
marking the end of his earthly pil­
grimage, will continue to form his 
<'Yerlasting memorial. Not only will 
his rem mbnmce not die', hut I b~Jieve 
it · inspiration will grow with the 
years.

It i: told of the illustriom 
Alexander of Macedonia that the an­
eient Judeans paid him an unusual 
tribute: in ·tead of erecting a statue 
to his honour, they called all the Jew­
ish som born in the yea1· that he 
conquered Pale. tine by his name. 
This was a nohler monument than a 
:tone effigy; it was a. liv111g memorial.
