ELLA GOLDSTEIN

P LLA GOLDSTEIN and the Colos-
4 geum Orchestra presented an in-
teresting programme at the concert
held at the Colosseum on Sunday
night, when Rachmaninoff’s second
piano concerto and Chopin’s Sonata
in B minor formed the major works
and Glazounov’s “Stenka Razin” and
Beethoven'’s “Egmont” were chosen
as the overtures.

Meeting of Private Teachers

Mr, M. Segal presided over a mass
meeting held at the Coronation Hall,
Johannesburg, on October 4, under
the auspices of the Union of Private
Hebrew Teachers,

In opening the meeting, Mr. Segal
paid tribute to the work of private
teachers, and said that all his own
knowledge of Judaism had been de-
rived from a private Hebrew Teacher
whom his father had engaged when
he first settled in Jchannesburg.

Mr. J. S. Judelowitz, president of the
Union of Hebrew Teachers, said that the
main task of Hebrew tuition was to imbue
the rising generation with the legacy of
Jewish culture. In South Africa, it had been
the private Hebrew teacher who were mainly
responsible for continuing the golden chain.
The private Hebrew teacher had fostered He-
brew education in this country before the
Talmud Torah.

The spescker sharply protested against the
insinuations and the uncalled-for attacks
levelled against the private teachers by ‘cer-
tain directors and Gabboyim" who had found
in the private teacher a scapegoat for all
their own shortcomings. Mr. Judelowitz ap-
pealed to Jewish parents to interest their
children in Hebrew education and to prove
by that means that the standard of culture
was no lower in South Africa than among
any other Jewish communities.

Rabbi S. Rosenzweig emphasised the im.
portant role played by the private Hebrew
teacher in local communal life,

Mr. A. Rom, the vice-president of the
Union, thanked the chairman, Mr. M. Segal,
who was the first Jewish leader in Johan-
neshurg to display his sympathy with the
Union of Private Hebrew teachers.

The honorary secretary, Mr. I. Pollack,
moved 2 vote of thanks to the chairman and
the speakers of the evening.
