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The University of Copenhagen envi-
sages in the near future, the founda-
tion ef a Chair for Judaica whieh will
probably be offered to Dr. Edelmann.
Tn the musical field, mention must
be made of the exeellent male syna-
gogue choir and of the choral society
“Hasomir,” founded 35 years ago.

Organisations and Zionist
Activities

Sinee the war, Zionist activities
have been intensified. All organisa-
tions ave affiliated to the newly-
founded Zionigt Federationi. The
chaipman' is Benjamin Slor, a native
Palestinian.

Before the war, tifere were hardly
any campoigns apart from box
colleetions, which brought in about
Kr. 10,000-12,000 per year. Now this
sum has risen to Kr. 20,000-22,000. An
extraordinary appeal raised an addi-
tional Ki. 65,000, Proportionately the
Jews of Denmark sacrifice more than
those of America.

1,400 young Jews went through the
Danish Hachsharah. When the Joint
had to discontinue its support, the
community raised Kr. 1,000,000 for
them.

In January, 1948, Mg, Melchior,

“wife of the Chief Rabbi, founded the
Wizo group, which now numbers 300

members. It works in close co-opera-
tion with Wizo in Lendon: Mrs. Kiss-
man’s recent visit was an enecourage-
ment and contributed to the efficiency
of the organisation.

THe Jewish Youth Group of Copen-
hagen has 600 members and is affi-
liated to the Seandinavian Jewish
Youth Association. Its statutes en-
dorse all positive Jewish aims, and
above all the upbuilding of Palestine.

Sinee the positive Jewish elements
returned with the Danish Brigade,
however, & new, purely Zion'st Han-
halah was elected, (Chairman, Arno
Melchior.) Nearly all Zionist demon-
strations are to-day being organised
hy the Youth Group whose numerous
aetivities are an effective antidote to
the proeess of assimilation.

Zionism meets with a great deal of
sympathy amongst non-Jewish Danes.
Bonde Henriksen, the gentile editor
of “Berlingske ﬁ‘idEnde," wrote a
widely read book called “Palestine—
Tand of the Jews.” Whilst Jewish
Danes rejected terrorism it strangely
enough found much understanding in
Chrigtian circles, including even the
clergy.

Stauning, the great leader of Dan-
ish Social Democrats, had declared
his support for the Jewish National
Home in a much-quoted letter, and
the ameﬁt Labour Government un-
dér Hedtoft, a philo-Semite, who used
to be Stauning’s secretary, adheres
strictly to that line. This also ex-
plains Denmark’s participaton in the
Five-Power Commission on Pales-
tine. It met with some criticism but
respongible: politicians like Hedtoft
and Christinas Moller, the former
IPoreign Seeretary, expressed their
agreement’ With it in a' personal talk
which T had with them. (It was the
lattter who once categorically rejec-
ted Denmark’s participation in the
Glympic Gameg while racial legisla-
ton againct Jews existed' in Ger-
many.)

After the war, the Jewish com-
munity in Copenhagen became a cor-
responding member of the World Jew-
it Congress. At present there are
still diffieulties in the way of active
membership, but all organisations are
pressiiig for the final step which now
