Politicians from various partie. 
have been speaking on campus, while 
the publicised defection of the New 
National Party' Brenton Maarman to 
the Democratic Party last week ended 
in arce. 

M, arman, the chairperson of NNP 
Mati 5, was to defect to the OP on a 
news conference last Tuesday, which 
Die Matte was invited to attend. 
Maarman changed his mind at the 
eleventh hour and did not attend the 
news conference. 

Maarman did, however, officially 
join the OJ> the day before the news 
conference. A copy of his membership 
form of the DP i in the possession of 
Die Malle. 

Maarman told Die Matie thi week 
that he was under intense pressure 
from the DP. "I was absolutely co reed 

. to do it," Maarman said. 
James Vos, a local member of the 

DP, alleged that Maarman said the 
NNP was a "sinking hip" and had no 
regard for the party's youth. 

"James VOf', coerced me to say 
that," said Maarman. He abo said he 
was "coerced" into signing the mem­ 
berslup form. 

He reiterated his commitment to the 
principles of the NNP. 

Meanwhile, Marie voters were 
targeted by members of the NNP and 
the African National Congress. In a 
speech on campus two weeks ago, Mr 
Dullah Ornar, the Minister of Justice, 
said the "future of the country" rests 
"on the shoulders of the youth". 

Omar tay mum 
Omar was not prepared to make a 

statern nt with regards to the future of 
the University of Stcllenbo ch, but 
stre sed the importance of trr n - 
formation. 

Mr Marthinus van Schalkwyk, the 
1eader of the NNP, was more vocal 
about Stellcnbosch university in a 
pecch on campus last Wednesday. 

Van Schalkwyk, a former lecturer

to about 120. The practical irnpli­ 
cations of how the division will be 
made are not yet exactly sure, says 
Roux. 

According to Roux, the changing 
of Huis de Villiers into a women's 
residence, as suggested by the SRC, 
is not viable.

HOMBRE is to become a mixed-sex 
residence at the end of this year, 
according to a proposal made by prof 
PO du Plessis, the chief director: 
Student Affairs. to the rector. 

According to the proposal, the 
residence currently known as Hombre 
will be sub-divided into a men's and 

I women's section. However. Mr Danie 
Roux of Student Affairs refused to rule 
out the possibility that the hostel might 
eventually become a women '8 re­ 
sidencc. "This depends on the question 
of accommodation," he told Die Matie. 

This comes after weeks of con­ 
troversy, after the university planned 
on turning Hombre into a women's 
residence and Goldfields, currently 
mixed-sex, into a men's residence. 
This was necessitated by a lack of 
accommodation for women wishing to 
study at the university. 

Roux said that, although Hombre 
- the male section of the new hostel - 
will now be much smaller, it will 
enable Hombre to retain its identity.

SRC members at 0 were 
prepared to deny their being "silent", 
in the case of Heidi Octoher, "mar­ 
ginali ed" in the case of Geo Quinot 
and "naive" in the case of Riki 
Lombard.

UNIVERSITY OF PRETORIA - An 
article about freedom of expression or 
anything related to that would have 
been labeled as "irrelevant" if it had 
been published in the past month. 
However, since the Perdeby has been 
deprived of its service provider status, 
there is no time better than the present 
for one to deliberate on what 
the right to freedom of the 
press in general affords to 
media organisations. 
, More precisely, the ques­ 
tion to be asked here is: what 
Powers do the constitution of 
the country and the consti­ 
tution of the university give 
to Perdeby as a watchdog of 
the student's right to infor­ 
Illation? How much freedom 
does a newspaper have in 
relation to the choice of what 
should be published? Does it 
enjoy the freedom of the 
press guaranteed in the con- 
titution, without fear of 
being prejudiced, or not? 

As most of us know, Per­ 
deby has been closed down as 
a reSUlt of a decision taken by 
the SRC, following a report 
h.Y an independent commis­ 
~lon, which was appointed to 
Investigate the Perdeby. 
. Among the reasons for this deci­ 
sl~n is that Perdeby is no longer 
objective in the sense that reports and 
~ Uers are selectively placed and rnis­ 
Interpreted and unverified facts are 
placed repeatedly, and also, that the 
tOries covered by Perdeby are only 
relevant to a small percentage of the 
tUdent community. 
Another point of concern raised by 

the SRC is that Perdeby "destructively 
reports on the images of other service 
PhfOviders, but especially the images of 
t e residences". 

All of these are definitely points of 
concern, and it can be added to the fact 
that the entire main editorial staff of 
the paper consists of white people. 

However, despite all these prob­ 
lems, it i difficult to understand why 
Perdeby was suspended. Certainly 
there could have been a better way to 
deal with these issues. If one looks 
closely at the constitution of thi 
country, one could conclude that the 

decision was unconstitutional. 
The decision to suspend Perdeby 

can be tested against Section 16(1)(a) 
of the constitution, which expressly 
guarantees the right to freedom of 
expression, which includes the free­ 
dom of the press and other media. 

This includes the right of a news­ 
paper to report on any relevant matter, 
without the fear of possible inter­ 
vention from the outside. This also 
extends to Perdeby's role, in terms of 
being a watchdog of democracy on 
campus.

The court ackowlcdge the right of 

freedom of expression. 
After re-opening, Perdeby received 

messages from various student news­ 
papers expressing dissatisfaction with 
the suspen. ion of Perdeby, The ANC 
Youth League of the UP consulted 
Perdeby to clarify their position on the 
issue. Ntuthuko Khumalo, chairperson 
of the ANCYL, pointed out that the 
decision to upend Perdeby was not 

ju tified. 
The chairperson of the 

SRC, Graeme Tosen, feels on 
the issue of freedom of expre - 
sion that, although this free­ 
dom should be respected, there 
is a limitation to it. He ex­ 
plained that they first had to 
suspend Perdeby until IS May, 
when Perdeby's new constitu­ 
tion had been drafted. 

Perdeby's editor, Willie 
Ba son, responding to the I 

allegations of incompetency of I 
the paper, s id that he ace pt 
that the paper has problem , 
but he was not happy about the 
way in which the whole i. su 
had been handled. 

With regard to the fact that 
the paper's main staff com­ 
prises of only white students, 
he said that he "hopes that in 
the new constitution which is 
drafted for Perdeby, the pro- 
blem will be addressed. 

He also hopes that the paper will 
be more representative of the students, 
and all cultural groups will apply and 
that all applications will be con idered 
on merit. Tim Zunckel, st tion director 
of Radio Thks, also expressed his con­ 
cern about the closing of Perdeby. He, 
however, mentioned that the way in 
which reports in Perdeby are written, 
is questionable. Sareta Thomas, 
chairperson of Tuks rag, feels that 
service providers have to be indepen­ 
dent, so that they can work objectively.

Every proph t, foret lIer and 
sorcerer worth his salt ha had a go at 
predicting prech ely when, where and 
how the world will end. For some 
r as n, though, alma. t any prophesy 
th t foretell the end of the world i. 
shrouded in mysterious language and 
complex visions ... 

No tradamu 
He is arguably the most famous 

prophet of all time. Up to now, his 
prophcci shave been chillingly 
ccurate. Yet that docs not make it any 

easier to decipher what his prophecies 
mean, much less when he thinks the 
end of the world will be. 

The man himself is not much of an 
enigma. Michel de Nostradame w s 
bam at midnight, 14 December 1503. 
His grandfather, himself a well "known 
a trologer at the time, gave him a 
tho ough background in the art of 
divination. Later, the young Michel 
left home to study medicine, • nd 
became one of the leading doctors of 
his time. But his interest in the future 
never di appeared. Throughout his life 
he had visions, which he meticulously 
recor led. 

Each of his visions was written in 
a cod . Mo t of the events that he f re­ 
tell are captured in a . hort quatrain

Many Nostradamus researcher 
believe that the other, later quatrain 
predicts the end of the world to be at 
the close of the seventh millennium:

Mo t historians believe that the 
year 2000 is the beginning of the 
seventh millennium, if one accept. that 
there were approximately 4000 years 
before the birth of Christ and 2000 
years since. Except for that King of 
Terror in July, it seems that we are safe 
for now. Well, at least until 2999 ... 

Si n r van R nsburg 
Nicolaus "die Si ner" Janse van 

Rensburg was born in 1864 and died 
in 1926. As with Nostradamus, the 
majority of his predictions are about 
events that occured later in his life­ 
time. 

Just before the beginning of the 
First World War, a rebellion against the 
ruling British broke out in the Western 
Transvaal. The role of Siener in the 
outbreak of the rebellion is not entirely 
sure, though. Many historians believe 
that he was one of the instigators. He 
was definitely very involved in the 
Rebellion later and became one of the 
leaders. His ability to foretell the 
enemy's movements was a great help 
during the early parts of the campaign. 

Later, however, even his second 
sight did not make an impact. The 
rebels lost. Many people turned 
against Siener at this point because 
they believed he had "seen" that the 
Rebellion would not be successful, but 
still led them in their campaign. 

In his later years, hi vision 
increasingly were about the times after 
his death (which he al 0 accurately 
predicted, down to how he would be 
found and his funeral). 

He foretold the ris of the German 
nation again after they lost the First 
World War, and their subsequent]o s 
in the second. 

An ardent Afrikaner nationalist, he 
saw a time when the "Vierkleur weer 
sou wappcr". Many saw the emer­ 
gence of the Republic in the early 
sixties under Hendrik Verwoerd a the 
fulfilling of this prophecy. 

His vi ions, though, become more 

As the year AD 1000 neared, speculation ran wild that it was the end of the world. A thousand years later and not much has 
changed. Roy Havemann looks at the predidions of Nostradamus and Siener van Rensburg. 

(a four-line rhyme). To complicate 
thing even more, he often uses ana" 
gram, word play. and variou image 
to hide the true meaning of the 
prophecy. Paris, for example, often 
appears as "Rapis" and kings were 
hidden behind their nicknames. He 
compo: ed the verses in 16th century 
French, mixed with a curious dialect 
from Salon, where he lived mo t of his 
life. 

The quatrains were grouped in 
hundreds (the "Centuries") and follow 
absolutely no pattern. Thus the group 
of quatrains dealing with World War 
ll, for example, are scattered through­ 
out hi collection of prophecies. It 

becomes almost impossible to work 
out how the prophecies fit together, 
even if one ha a vague idea of their 
meaning. 

There are two particular quatrains 
which are usually associated with the 
end of the world. The first is perhaps 
the most foreboding, because it 
includes a date:

DOOm, the marathon has now become 
a new challenge for her.
