before us, giving particulars of. the several occurrences which
have transpired in that country, and of which but vague and
unsatisfactory accounts had before reached the colony. From
these several statements we shall endeavour to gather a clear
and connected statement. i )

"It appears that after the treacherous massacre of the bene-
volent and ill-fated Retief, and his brave compatriots, and
the subsequent savage butchery of more than 300 women
and children at the emigrants’ camp, the farmers resolved to
take the field, to enter the Zoola country, and, if possible,
to avenge on the head of the ruthless Dingaan, the author of
all this bloodshed, this wanton slanghter of their hapless
countrymen. b = ‘

Accordingly it seems from these accounts, that on the 6th
of April a force, consisting of between 3 znd 400 mounted
men, marched from the encampment, under the command
'of Piet Uys and J. Potgieter. On entering Dingaan’s terri-
tory they found the country abandoned, and it was not till
they came near Unknﬂnglon, the capital and principal
residence of the King, that they met' witﬂ any obstruction.

y arrived in this neighbourhood on the morning of the
11th of April, and found the Zoola army drawn up in three
divisions, and advantagepusly posted on some rocks which
formed a bnlf-circle.t"%e'bbe road to the rayal residence lay
through a narrow pass in: this circle, and on ea% side of this

‘opening the enemy were awaiting the attack, The third
division lay in ambush, ‘with the evident intention of closing
in upon the farmers in the rear, should they enter this circle,
and so preventing their escape, Notwithstanding the immense
disparity of numbers, the farmers resolved on an immediatp
attack.

At.the commencement of the e:g:gement, when the Zoe-
las were thrown into confusion, the qommmdér, Piet Uys,
followed by about twenty men, rushed gallaotly forward
n the enemy, followed them into a kloof, and were there
hemmed in by an immense body of the Zoolas. Uys fought
in the most heroic  manner, but fell with mine of his com-
nions. His son, a boy of 12 years of age, fought and fell
g:nvely by his father’s side. Uys was severely wounded io
the thigh by a spear, but he continued fighting, until he fell
exhausted from the loss of blood. His last words were—
‘ Fight your way out, my brave boys ; I must die.”

After hearing Mr. Advocate Cloete on behalf of the Inter-
dict ; and the Attorney General against it—the latter admit-
ting that the absent documents were material to the defendant’s
character, and offering to compromise by publishing & second
edition of the report, with the omitted letters, provided the
costs of that proceeding were paid by the other party,—the
Court postponed judgment, it in.i then nearly dark, until
Thursday, and then it was given with an effect that was start-
ling. ; :

On the 20th inst , King Eraest opened in person the session
of the States of Hanover. After the celebrution of divine
service in the Castle chapel, the members of the States re-
paired to the hall of the legislative body, and took the oath
tendered to them by the hen:ditary marshall of the kingdom,
Coont Monster. 'The Prince Royal also attended at this cere-
mony. At a qoarter past 2 o’clock the Royal corfege left the
castle, and on reachiog the Legislative Palace His Majesty
was received by the hereditary marshal and the members of
the Boards of both houses., The Kiog haviug then entered the
hall, seated himeelfl on his throne, the Prince Royal being on
his right, and the grand diguitaries of the Crown on his left,
aad delivered the following speech ; —

“ Noble Lords, worthy and faithfol Depnties,—My anxiovs
desire 0 see assembled round my throne the worthy States of
this kingdom is at length gratified. It is for me a great satis-
faction, Wheo I determined on abrogatiog the fundamental
law of Dec-mber 26, 1833, by the promulgation of my royal
patents of November 1837, an aitempt was made to creatT a
beliel that it was my inteution to arrogate to mysell an arbi-
trary power over the subjects Providence has committed to my
care. I have ever detested an arbitrary furm of government,
and I wish to govern my beloved people only aceording to law
and justice. In order, worthy States, to give you an noques-
tiosable proof of the uprightness of my intentions, I will short-
Iv cause 0 be laid before you the draught of a new coanstitution
for my kingdom, based on the principles which have so long
secared the prosperily of the people of Germany. I iodulge
the hope that my views will perfectly coincide with yoors os
all the main points of the new charter. Various other im .
portant bills will also be sabmitied 10 your delibération. I
‘declare that the session of the States is opened.” |
After delivering this speech, the King left the hall to re-
turn to his Palace, The Royal cortége followed the same
order as on its way to the house, and His Majesty received
on his passage through the streets, as well as on his arrival
before the Palace unequivocal proofs of the satisfaction and
affection of his subjects. At 5 o’clock there was a grand
dinner at the Castle, to which the members of both houses
were invited.— Times, Feb. 28. :
