Meyburgh v. Villiers.—This was a case of defamation of
character, in which the damages was laid at £200. —Mr. Adv.
Cloete appeared for the plaintiff,’ and the Attorney General

The complaint, as set forth in cthe declaration, was, that
defendant did, on the 1st of April, 1838, and at divers other
times afterwards, falsely and maliciously say of the plaintiff,
“ thed he (the plaintiff) has slept during the night in one
rcom with the wife of Jan Willem Hurter, and has had
carnal conpection with her.”—The defendant bad pleaded
three counts; lst. a general denial ; 2d. that plaintif had
no action, for his (the defendant) saying, ‘‘ that the plainuff
slept during the night in one room with the wife of the said
J. W. Hurter, because he did, on or about the 15th of Fe-
bruary, 1838, sleep in one room with the said wife of Hurter,
as it was lawful for him to do;”’ 3. that the expression in the
second count mentioned had heen used towards the Minist.r
of the Community, the Rev. Mr Beck, at D’Urban, of which
community he (the plaintiff) was a churchwarden, and the
defendant a member, for the purpose of official inquiry, and
which communication. he had so made on an information
received by him from one P. F. de Villiers, Ds.; but the
defendant denied that he bad said that the plaintiff had carnal
connection with the said wife of the said J. W. Hurter.

After the opening of the case a long discussion arose upon
the pleadings ; it was maintained that the second and thi'
counts of the defendant was bad in point of form, and irrele
vant; and that, by the wording of the declaration, the expres-
sions complrined of was not sufficiently set out as actionabl .

Plaintiff ’s Counsel being willing to take a nonsuit for the
purpose of amending the informality in the declaration, «
nonsuit was granted, with costs, except the costs of the
demurrer.

Waters & Herron ». Norton.—Mr. Advocate Cloete pro-
duced an award made in the case.—Filed in Court, and to
move for a rule hereafter.

Tuespay, 1911 FEBRUARY, 1839.

ProvisioNnaL RorLr.—There were only nine provisional
cases ; three bad been withdrawn, and six came to be heard,
all for sums under £40, undefended, and of no public interest ;
provisional sentences were consequently granted. The follow-
ing was the only defended case of interest : —

eethling o. gmnun.‘—ur. Advocate Hofmeyr for plaintiff,
moved for a decree of civil imprisonment, for the payment
of £38, on 'a judgment of this Court, and a return of nulla
bona thereon.

Mr. Advocate Stoll for defendant, claimed the benefit of
the 95th section of Ordinance 64. His client was a wagon-
maker by trade, and had & large family of nine children to
support ; he was sometimes without work, and scarcely
able to earn sufficient for the support of his family ; in sup-
port of which he read an affidavit of the defendant. He
referred to the case of civil imprisonment Maynier v. Roselt,
in which civil imprisonment was refused, because the plain-
titf was unable to prove that he would obtain any benefit by
the imprisonment of the debtor.— ( Observations on Insolvent
Law, chap. 16, p. 156).—Unless thegefore the plaintiff could
prove that lie would be able to obtain any benefit by the im-
prisonment he prayed to nonsuit the plaintiff.

Mr. Advocate Hofmeyr moved for a postponement of this
case till the 12th of March, for the purpose of proving by
affidavit the circumstances of the debtor.

Postponement granted, and ordered that parties do inter-
change their affidavits in due time. -

MoTtioNs,—Prestwich v. Robertson.—The Attorney Gene-
ral, for applicant, moved for an adjudication of compulsory
equestrations of the joint Estate of William Robertson, de-
ceased, and surviving Widow.

An objection was raised by Mr. Advocate Musgrave against
the sufficiency of the proof of debt.

Sequestration adjudged. .

Absalon v. Schondorfi.—Mr. Advocate Cloete moved that
the Rule, allowing the plaintiff to sue the defendant in
Jforma pauperis, in an action for debt, be made absolute.

Waters & Herron v. Norton.—Mr. Advocate Cloete moved
that the award, produced to the Court on the 14th last, be
now made a Rule of Court. The award was given for £427,
which was represented bg both parties to be sa_error, as it
should be £70 16 3. y consent of Mr. Cloete, and of
Mr. Musgrave for tle other party, the award was made a
Rule of Court for the sum of £70 16 3.

Jan Piet v. Berg.—Mr. Advocate Stoll moved that the
Rule nisi granted on the 12th last, to sue the Deputy Sheriff
of Stellenbasch in forma pauperis, in an action for assault
and false imprisonment, might be made absolute.

The alleged false imprisonment arose out of the following
circumstance :—It appears that during the evenings and nights
of the last ald and new year’s day, several of the inhabitants
had amused themselves in walking through the streets with
music and bands, and visiting their friends; that this sort
of amusement had been kept up during the evening and night
of the second new year’s day (2d January), till half-past
three in thé morning, when the plaintiff, who is a fidler,
together with another, named Frans, and a little boy, with
a small drum, (they having been hired for the purpose by
Messrs. Adrjaan Cloete and W. Morkel,) were plnying about
15 or 20 paces from the house of Mr. M. Neethling, the
brother-in-law of Mr. Morkel, and wkere the latter lodged.
Mr. Bergh, the Deputy Sheriff, whose house was situated
about 80 paces distant, came up and desired them to desist,
which they refused. Mr. Bergh then went to the prison,
and on returning found those 5 persons sitting on the stoop

He had, therefore, Mr. Bergh's admission, on oath, that he
himself had arrested Jan Piet, which the affidavit of (ke
policemen could not upset. He also read the affidavit of
Messrs. Advocates Faure and R , who were present in
the Magistrate’s Court on the 3d of January, and heard Mr.
Bergh declare in Court, “I did send Jan Piet to prison, as
he was amongst the rioters, but I have no to make
against him.” He finally read an affidavit of Mr. W. Mot-
kel, who heard Mr. Bergh give the order to the policeman to
take Jan Piet to prison, He then commented on the affidavit
of a parcel of constables, who maintain to bave hesrd no
orders given by Mr. Bergh ; and he thought that enough had
been shown, to allow the case of Jan Piet to be brought for-
ward, in pauperis ; and concluded by moving, that the
‘Rule be made absolute. ’ 5

Mr. Musgrave said, that under the existing circumstan¢es
of the case he would submit to the Court to suspend the rale
being made absolute until the decision of the case of Cloéte
v. Bergh, which arose under the same circumstances, n&d
was put down for trial for the last day of the Term ; all tie
evidence of the case will then be gone into, and he wes
certain it will then appear to the Court that Mr. Bergh acti
under justifiable circumstances.

Chief Justice—How can the evidence taken in the case df
Cloete v. Bergh affect the case of Jan Piet? His Lordskip
thought, that if Jan Piet was entitled to a rale for a forma
pauperis, there was no reason why he should not be allowed
to bring his action. He knew nothing of the action of Cloete
v. Bergh, and he was therefore of opinion that the rule should
be made absolute, .

Mr. Justice Menzies—That if there was not ithe case of
Cloete v. Bergh to be tried this Term, he would feel himselt
called upon to make the rule absolute; but as he thought
that the circumstances of the case of Jan Piet would be made
to appear from the evidence in the case of Cloete, he fél:
inclined to suspend the rule; if, however, the majority of
the Court was of a different opinion he would agree to it
also ; he therefore proposed to suspend the rule until the case
of Cloete be decided.

Mr. Stoll—Suppose the case of Cloete wasz Lushed up.

Mr. Justice Kekewich—Suppose Mr. Cloete postpones the
day of trial, or withdraws the case, and nothing more is
beard of it.—He was for making the rule absolute, :

Mr. Justice Menzies—I shall concur with the majority ot
the Court.—Rule ubsolute, with costs in the cause. {

Frans v. Bergh,—The same case.—Mr. Hiddingh for plainti¥,
and Mr. Musgrave for defendant.—Rule absolute, as before’.

ArcuMENT Cases.—Ely v. Smuts.—This was a case in
which the plaintiff, married to Miss Maynier, by his agent, A.
Brink, Ds., claimed from the defendant, as the uugerinuendbg
