.tico ; and should this be withheld, there is a supe-
rior power, the Imperial Parliament of Great
Britain, where their case may undergo a full scru-
tiny, leading ~ a fair 'and equitable result.

We trust the Emigrant Farlllers will not allow
diem to he withdrawn from ~rr1ing out this bene-
ticial and efficient measure.
