Tug attention of Stad-masters is particularly called
to the letter appearing below nmI:- the signature
of Major BoweER.—Although it was at one time
slleged that the breeding: of "horses was an unpro-
ftable undertaking, when ‘regard was had  to the
smount of expense required to be incurred by the
breeder,—we are decidedly of opinion that it is not
only advantageous to the owners themselvés, but
also to the colony at large. Besides the desire
which it originates to introduce, and thus to become
possessed of the purest blood, it affords a source
of income to the breeder. The amount of actual
gain, in solitary instances, may not perhaps be
very “ handsome,” but what breeder will show us
by his accoants that in the aggregate he had much
reason to be dissatisfied ? It is very true that con-
siderable care and attention are required; but
horse-breeding can form no exception to the general
rule ~it is but a pursuit and we happen to know of
none which can be either satisfactori y or success-
fully carried on without the same. ;

But, besides being advantageous to Stud-mas-
ters, the breed of horses for a foreign market in
particular, is also of material benefit to the colonists
at large. It is well known that on their establish-
ments several hands are required by the breeders,
every one of whom must be fed and eclothed and
paid.—Now, where does the expenses thus incurred
go to? Then again we have the immense quantity
of forage required. This enables the agricalturist
to make sure of a fair return for his produce, and
that retarn passes from his hands into those of
tradesmen, dealers, the merchant, the capitalist
and several others,—and thus it is self-evident that
like other branches of industry, horse-breeding is
pre-eminently useful and advantageous to all inte-
rests and consequently of the colony at' large.

Were it otherwise, then surely the memorial,
to which Major BowER alludes, would never have
been presented to the Government. No man de-
sires to part with his goods-at a sacrifice or even at
cost price. It would therefore be the height of
folly to believe for an instant that our Stud-masters
would have petitioned the government to recom-
mend Cape horses as remounts for the Indian ser-
vice. did they not contemplate certain gain.

The question as to the fitness of Cape horses
for the Indian service, so often agitated,-has been
set at rest. The only point now to be shewn is,
whether the Cape can furnish cheap horses, to the
exclusion of other countries. This 18 a matter
which we must leave entirely with the breeders
themselves ;—we have no right to dictate to them
what they should deem an adequate profit; but we
cliim the right to tell them that extortion will not
prove the right poliey ;—it would be “killing the
goose that lays the golden eggs; '—prospective
advantages are to be mainly considered. ;

The Indian Government, aceording to Major
Bowgr, is not just now in want o? horses,—it
therefore considers thisa fgvorable time to make a
trial.  This is sound policy. Our Stnd-masters
will no doubt reflect upon this and adopt a similar
course, remembering at the same time that it will
depend upon their present prices whether - they
shall reap or be debarred from the enjoyment of
tge advantages now so unexpectedly held out to
them. i

iThe public are already aware that for some time past a very
angry dispute has been going on between Mr. Macready and
My. Edwin Forrest, which has terminated in the friends of
thi latter making a deadly attack on Mr. Macready’s party.
A:New York paper of the 10th gives the following summury
of.the affuir : —

Jhe origin of this affuir, by which some thitty persons have
Jlogt their lives, and which has inflicted a deep disgrace on the
mgtropolis, was as contemptible as could well be imagined —
nimely, ‘the personal quarrel of an American actor with
au;English one. Mr. Porrest and Mr. Macready have for some
time past been on uvafriendly terms with each other, growing
ous ‘of professional rivalry, Latterly Mr. Forrest has had
thg-field of hoetility to himself, Mr, Macready having con-
suited his own dignity by withdrawing from public coutroversy,
while hisitival has continued it by publie letters of a silly and
abjsive gharacter.

)0 Manday of last week Mr. Macready commenced an
engagement at the Upera House. This was the signal for a
pasty of :ruffians, who call themselves the friends of the native
tragedian, to collect at the theatre and drive Mr. Macready
fréin. the stage, which they did in the most outrageous manner
without jnterruption from the police. Mr. Macready accord-
‘ink}y détermined to play no mo:e, but a large number of
highly respectable gentiemen haviag requested him to resume
hig performances, he consented to do so, and last Thursday
nipglt wag fixed for his second appearance.

‘Fhe aathorities of the city, fearing a renewal of the riot,
toak fhe precaation to order out a mulitary foree for the pur-
poge of meeting any emergescy which might arise, though no
ong could have expected anything like the melantholy result
which followed,

‘The performance began, and with it the noise and other
demonstrations of the opposers of Mr. M. The ‘police soon
arrested some thirty of them, and thus quieted the row within
thg house. *But without affairs soon became more threatening.
A #ast mob collected about the theatre, three sides of which
arg-exposded to thestreet ; pavingstones were hurled in showers
agginst the doors and windows, and every demonstration was
mixle of a furious resolution to take and sack the bailding.
Thg polige attempted to drive back the assailants, but were
not strong enough, and finally the military force was calied
in,jconsisting of a troop of horsc and a body of 210 infantry,
all b longing to the volunteer militia of the city. The horse-
meh werg first tried, but failing to disperse the mob, the foot
cagye upan the ground ; tho crowd was so great that a charge
of Hayongets was impossible ; the stoncs before flung at the
theatre were now directed at the military, several of whom
wepe soon badly hurt, and the magistrate and commanding
offigers judging that there was no alternative, the order to fire
waggiven. With two or three volleys the mub was scattered;
some fiftetn persons were killed on the spot, and about as
mapy more have since died ; several were also wounded more
or lpss seferely, bat will probably recover. On the two nights
follywing apprehensions were entertained of a renewal of the
riat, for the purpose of destroying the Opera House, but as
a slyong force was on the spot, no attempts were made.

AFFAIRS OF ROME.

- Among’ the maoy remarkable events that are now taking
plage in EuropE, none is calculated lo excite more attention,
or i likely to be followed by more important and permanent
coagequettes, than the invasion of the Roman territory by
the troops of the French Republic. That a young Republic,
whi¢h had but last year shaken off what they declared to be
the ‘despotic trammels imposed by the reigning dynastry,
shogld interfere to reimpose an equally oppressive yoke cast
off by anather people who had only imitated their example,
strikes as an anomaly inexplicable on any grounds coasistent
with justice or equity. It is quite obrious, however, that the
motjve which induced the present Presideat and Govern-
ment of France to send the expedition to Civita Vecchia was
a pyrely selfish calculation, that such a proceeding might
serve them during the approaching elections. It appears
likely, however, that this step on the part of the Freach Go-
vernment Will verify the dictum of Tallyrand, that * a fault
is much more than & crime” It was confidently expected
that the arfival of a Freoch force in the Roman States would
be the siguoal for those who were well affected to the Pope to
rise and re<establish bhim in all his former power: It was
argeed that such an occurrence was extremely likely, because
a siwilar résult had followed the interference of the Austri-
ans’in Tuscany, where their appearance was at once followed
by theexpalsion of the Republican party and the recal of the
Gragd Duke by his own subjects.

After Rome, Bologna is the chief city in the Roman
States 5 and it was thought the inhabitants. of Bologna were
bu':guke'nrm in the cause of the Roman Republic.

WRECK OF AN EMIGRANT SHIP.

The tidings of the total wreck of the Hannah, with nearly
200 emigrants, bound to Quebec, fron Newry, was reported
yesterday afternoon at Lloyds, the particulars having been
received by the American mail stcamer Americs, at Liver-
pool. .

The unfortuoate vesse] the Hannah ‘was a brig of between
150 a' d 200 tons burden, belonging to Maryport, aad manoed
by a crew, itis said, of 12 seamen, under the command of
‘Mr, Shaw, the master. Oa the 31 of April last she saile
from Newry with the above number of ewigrauts on board,
having been previously overhauled and examioed by Her
Majesty’s emigration agent at that port. The emigrants
chiefly consisted of agricultural labourers, and their wives
and children. The passage up to the 27th, considering flie
season of the year, was as favoursble as gould be expected.
The vessel then encountered heary winds and a quantity of
floating ice. On the morning of the 29th the unfortuaate
ship struck on a reef of ice ; it was about 4 o’clock when she
struck. A charge is brought against the master and the first
and second officers of their having been guilty of one of the
‘most revolting acts of inhumanity possible to be conéeived.
They had got the life boat out, and the moment they found
the vessel would inevitably go down they jumped into it, aud
abandoned the wreck with the emigrants on board. Their
screams for help rent the air, and it was with difficulty that
the remainder of the crew could induce the frantic creatured
to comprehend the only chance left of saving their lives.
Fortunately the ice was firm under the stip’s bows, and the
seamen convincing them as to its security, many got oo it.
Its solidity being then apparent, a desperate struggle took
place amongst the emigrants to leave the wreck. Men,
women, and children, with nothing on but their niglt attire,
were scrambling over the mass of ice. Maay of the poor
creatures slipt between the buge wmusses, and were either
crushed to death or met with a watery grave. The last to
leave the wreck were some of the crew, wha contrived to save
a small portion of spirits and a few blankets, Soon after they
had got clear, the ship’s stern rose as it were above the water,
and she weat down head foremost, just 40 minutes after the
collision with the ice. The sufferings of the wretched crea-
tures were most harrowing. The seamen who were among
them humanely gave wp what coveriag they had to the
women, some of whom had been siiockingly wounded and
bruised. Thus were they exposed the abﬁe of that day till
3 o'clock in the afternoon, when a vessel hove in sight, and
bore down to the edge of the fi-'d «f ice. It proved to be
the bark Nicargua, also bound for Q) 1ckec, Captain Marshal.
He got the ship ice fender down, and prepared to tike to the
ice. By 7 o’clock he hind got so0 close in that in the course
of two hours he an! his crew succceded in getting hold of |
dbout 50 of the poor creatures, and placing them oa board
hig vessel. The remainder stood crouched togetlier in anothec
part of the ice some distance off, inaccessible from the posi-
tion of the ship. Captain Marshal had all sails clewed up,
and got a rope fastened to a piece of .ice, and with the long -
boat pushed off with his men to the spot. . After consider-
able difficulty he succeeded in getting to the edge, where they
remained buddled together. The wuole of them were saved.
The number got oo board the Nicargus were 129 passengers
and seamen, the greatest part of whom were frost-bitten, As
far as Captain M.rshal ‘could ascertain from the survivors,
the number that perished by being crushed ta death between
the ice nnd frozen to death were between 50 and 60. As soon
as he had succeeded in getting all on board, the ship was got
under weigh, and proceeded in the direction “of Cape Ray.
Every comfort that his means afforded was placed at the
sufferers disposal. The next day, meetiog With the bark
Broom, of Glasgow, 27 of the poor creatures were trans-
ferred to that vessel ; and in the eourse of the following day
49 of the survivors were placed on board three other vessels.
The Nicaragua reached Quebec on the 10th of last month.
The fate of the master and the others who took to the life-
boat and abandoned the emigrants s oot kbown.— Times,
Mny 29. )
