WHAT is meant by the term tolerance ? We would
define it as that habit or disposition of mind, which
causes us to concede to all, freedom of opinion in
religion. It is at best a nezative virtue, econsist-
ing in the absence of a desire to enslave the minds
of our fellow-creatures. Its opposit-, intolerance,
is a positive vice, and one 100 of such awful mag-
nitude, thut those who are under its influence cau
vie with NERO in eruelty, and at - the same ‘time
take credit to themselves fur serving the cauve of
the God of Love, the Father of Mercies. - Surely
nothing is more ealculated to inspire us with an
hundble opivion of human intellect, than the
reflection that men of powerful minds and high
attainments have not been exempt from such un-
accountable contradictio -s. Tolerance is the boast
of our age; bat is it really so piesalent, so widely
spread as the panegerists of the aze in which we
live are apt to assert? It is trae that the stake and
the rack are set aside, and the edifying spectacle
of an auto da fé belongs to times: gone by ; but
religious persecution has not yet passed away: it
is more refined, but not less acrimonious than in
the days of yore. Though it has changed its
object, it is the »ame in principle. Qur ancdstors
tortared the bodies of herviics, stretching, seorch-
ing, flaying, burning them; we, more fefined, but
not more humane, attack their charactgrs, luderate
- their reputations, and in a mann-r bugn them in
cfizy ! The zealots of our agée belong to the same
cat gory s those of the time of Philip F1 of Spain,
but the spirit of the age does not admit of their
ranning into the same cxcesses. It is the general
improvement of the n:ass.s that opposes an in-
superable barrier to the sanctimonious fanaticism
ot 1he zealot.

We haye no oracles: we cannot go on a pil-
grimage to the shiine of Apollo to salve our
doubts; if we could, we mizht propose the question,
are proselytism and tolerance compatible? Suppose
that in the absence of vracles we lay oar doubts
before the judgment seat of reason, would that
not be considered as a competent aathority ?

Itisclear that the propagation of ehristianity is
a daty, which christians owe to the rest of the
world. To neglect this would not be tulerance,
but culpable indifference about the happiness of
fellow-creatures. Butitis far from clear, that it
is equally the daty of all christian denominations
to make proselytes f om one anoiber. By atterapts
to make all think alike on minor points, as well as
on the great doctrines of christianity, the christian
world is kept in a perpetual state of ferment, and
- wherever the standard of theological controversy
is raised, there charity, the greatest of the three
cardinal virtues recedes, and the fiend [ntolerance
tikes her place.  Wherever thera are differeat
sects all professing to believe the fandamental
doctrines of Scripture, let them grow and thrive
side by side ; the Lord of the harvest will ono day
s purate the tares from the wheat.

We have been led to offer these remarks, some-
nhat foreizn at first sight te politics, by reading
the account of recert ocearr. aces in the Trans-Vaal
Republic. Itappears ilhat in a general Church
Assembly, in the month of August last, it was
resolved among other thiigs that none bat the
Dutch Reformed Charch shall be recognised by
.the Republic, and that individuals profes-ing to
belong to any other denomination of the Christian
Chureh shall not be allowed to build churches, &c.
Many an advocate ot liberal views in religion has
has Leen shocked at such uncompromising and un-
mitizated intol rance. Bat intolerance, like many
other things, though bad in the abstract, may un-
ler certain circumstances become mot only ~ harm-
less but even praiseworthy. We must therefore
'nquire into the circumstances of the case. Here
; 1 a2 community eonsisting exclusively of members
of the Dutch Reformed Church. Whatever else
may be their dissentions, they have all one faith
and one form of worship. The old people among
them have formerly livmj in a more refined stale
of society and have witnessed the evils of sectarian-
J5m, the numberless acts of injustice, fraud and
peity oppression that spring from proselytism,
whether under the patronage of Government or of
the Clergy. A few of them may have read history
and cannot but tremble at the thouzht of those san-
guinary wars and cruel persecutions, that have
tiseraced the se periods of history, when the na-
tions of Europe were in a primitive state of society,
10 which their own eondition, by a life in the wil-
derness, hus Leen more or less assimilated, Simple

minded and sincere as they are, th re religion is not |

2 matter of calculation nor a form of respectability,
buta sentiment of the heart, They love it as a
Whole ; they are alike attached to the doctrine and
10 the form of worship, whith to them are one.
They abhor innas ations, because, however barmless
N appeg:ance, they may ultimately lead to error
and corruption. Amimated with sach sentiments,
they agree to exclude by common consent from their
' public everything that is foreign to their charch.
f this is intolerance, we think it perfectly justi-
fiable under the circumstancis ; beecause it is an
intolerauce by which pobody is injared. It neither
persecutes nor excommunicates ; but it says: we
bave ugreed to be all of one charch, we therefore

txclude other denominations for fear of their mak- |
