The crops, although
small, are looking we!l, and our peepl: are de-
stroyi g them: as fast as they can. This is to be
regretted. as we shall require every grain of
melie and Kafir corn which is now =0 wantoaly
destroyed. The Kafirsare inthe kloof, where
they are likely to remain, and the women and
children are in caves and the mission-hou es.
To.day, ome of Joub-r{s men, named Otto
Bertram, was seyerely wounded, He was one of
a patrol of 100 men that had been sent ovt in
the morning under Joubert to sc ur Platberg.
Before they were aware of the viciiity of
Kafirs, a ccuple of shots were fired at 60
ards distance, one of  which bhit Bertram.
Joubert then discovered that he was in a hornet’s
nest, and immediately got iout of the way. About
60 Kafirs were scen emerging, from this cave
when the patrol had got tp some distance.

Sunday, 18th.—Nothing doing. Rev. Mr.
Louw held service morning and evepirg. A
report current that the Kafi.s iutend a-king for
Monday, 19th.—This morning we were in’
formed by the missionary that the Kafirs had
fled during the night, being a‘raid that they
