The last accounts received both from
Bloemfaontein and Queenstown, lead to the in.
ference that the Boers as well as thefiBusatos.
are making vigorous efforts in the. same direc-
tion. At one time we see the Basutos appear.
ing in force on the Winburg commeoaage, at
another time they venture an “attack upon the
female encampment ; next we see them all but
carry the little town of Betblehem, and lastly
we find them resorting to a ruse de guerre, that
is, - wndiﬁg “thousands of their women down the
slopes of Thaba Bosigo, with the object of
strikingiterror into the Boers’ camp established
at its base and immediately afterwards attacking
the camp and fighting desperately for the space
of threa hours. P
With the exception of the few cattle which
the Basutos succeeded in carrying off from the
Winburg commonage, all their efforts proveg
atRdrtive. The attack upon the female encamp-
ment wa# successfully repulsed by a few brave
meo. At Bethlehem, where]Faul Kruger, with
400 Transvalers, appears to have unexpeotedly
turned up, they left 150 of their slain. O the
plain atthe base of Thaba Bosigo they were not
only ronted with the loss of 250 dead, but were
pursued by the Boers for three days :ioto the
Double Mountains, in which they _were forced to
take shelter. j

The $inall loss sustained by the Boers,—only
two men,—io a region as unknowa to themselves
as it is familiar to the Basutos, shows clearly
enough that if hitherto there wa« aoy lack of
courageand of ordinary prudence oa their part,
such eannot now be fairly laid to their charge.

That these reverses are t-lling upon the Basus
tos must be apparent from the fact—if' a fact it
be—that Molappo, hotly pursued by: Villiers’
meo, and finding himself no longer ‘safe, has
sued for peace and paid one hundred and fﬁftyihead
of cattle for an armistice of eight days, whilst
communication is had with the President, and
that Moshesh himself, as s>on as he heard of this
armistice, despatched one of his sons t> Wessels’
camp fo ascertain whether he was included ia it.

What the result of this ncgociation may be, we
can onjy ascertain in the course of a :week or
two; l;)ut if Molappo is really sincee in his
profession, and may succeed in his overtures
with Moshesh and his fellow chiefs, we may
reasonably expect soon to hear of the termina-
tion of a war which has cost much trcasure and
blood, ‘but which, as regards the stability, seco~
rity and future prospects of the Free State in
partioﬁlsr, and of the European settl¢ments io
SouthAfrica generally, bad become as unavoid -
ablé ag it was imperative. To secure a firm and
lasting 'peace even the “sacrifica of a Wepener,
a Senekal and other men lke (hem, cannot be
considéred to have been too great a piice.

Two ;Sosersrr Faruers CoMurrten For
AssaULT.~Last-Saturday week, further pro-
ceedings took place in the Bedford Courtroom
which have excitad a lively feeling of indignation
among thé neighbouring farmers. William
Andriss N"el, of Bland’s Fontein, one of the most
respectable and enterprising Duatch farmers of
the Bedford division, along with another Dutch
farmer, named Fourie, were put in the dock in
open Court without being aware that there was
any cloarg‘a against them,—and, after preliminary
examination had been taken, were both com-
mitted for trial before the Circuit Court for
violéatly assaulting a Kafir servant. In this case
Mr. Nel.had, on the previous Tuesday, come
into Bedford, covered with blood and bruises, to

lodze a ¢omplaint against two Kafir servants—

man and wife—for having violently assaulted
him ; Mr. Fourie following him in with the
Kafir and  his wi‘e to be put in prison. The
complaint was loiged, the servants imnprisoned,
and next. day Me:srs, Nel and Fourie came
in to give their evidencs. They were then told
that the. man was *“sick” and could not be
producted, and that they woul-ibe summoned as
witnesses in due ecourse. the following
‘Thursday they were summon€] to appear as
witnesses * in o charge prefertid by the Public
Prosecutor againpt Zwartbooy aid another,”” and
appaared sccordingly before thel Court on Satur-
day morning. Nota little were they surprised
when, on their names being called, and stepping
forward - to enter the witness box, they
chief-constable info
The servant who had assaulted
Mr. Nel was put in the witness-b:x, and the
Magistrata ab ofice commenced taking his
evidence, Tlie wife of Zwartboy and his son
followed him in the witnness box telling,
of course,’ the same story ; which was that
Mr. Nel had, without provocation, violently as.
eaulted Zwartboy and inflicted severe injuries
upon him ; that his wife had come t> his assis.
tance, bat that Nel had sent for Fourie, who
came up; and tied his legs whilst Nel sat across
him ; add afterwards tied them both to a tree
and brought them into Bedford. The Doctor

certified to having examined Zwartboy, and

considered him seriously hurt—explaining, that
he said “seriously,” because one of his knees
was hurt; and he consider-d anfinjury to the
knee alwags a serious matter. Ewo girls were
then examined, whon Nel bhad Ebrought in as
witnesses. . The: first examiued; of these had
said but'a few words, when the Magistrate told
her  that she was telling li-s.g8 She persisted
in her statement, and gavs hef®evidence in an
intelligible. and apparently straightforward man.
per ; but, when she had concluded, His Worship
desired the interpreter to tell her that he dil not
believe a word of her evidence, and that “it was
nothing but a pack of lies.”” The next witness
shared the same fate. The Court cautioned het
to show no favor to either partyfin her statement
—and upon her assuring His Worship that she
spoke the exact truth, and denying that she had
seen the fight, she was also told that her evi
dence was all falsehood. Mr. Nel was then asked
what he had to say. He gave a simple state
ment of the circumstances which'led to the fray,
and sail that the Kafir had first ascaulted him,
upon his giving him certain ordérs which he did
not choose :to obey : that he had deliberately gone
to his hnt and fetched h's kerriés, and had as.
saulted him so violently that his life was in dan.
ger, and he had to call  for assistance. Fouris
came and assisted him. His Worship then ad-
dressed Me. Nef and said : I am determined to
put an énd’ to these disgracefultscenes betw:en
masters and servants. Thisis fir too serious a
case for me to deal with. I cofimit you for trial
before the Circuit. Court.”” Fyurie was then
asked what he had to sav, and, after making his
statement, who ‘was also committed for trial. The
prisoners were released upon entering into recog-
nizances for £100 sterling each.

There is-a strong feeling of indignation abroad
at Mr. Nightingale’s proceedings in this case.
It is considered that Nel's complaint should first
have béen heard and himnself and other witness+s
examinéd —and furth-r, that, having been sum
monsed as & witnéss for the Crown, he ought not
to have been unéeremoniously made a  prisoner in
the Court-room, and the subject of a preliminary
ezamination without indictment or notice of any
kind.—Somset and Bedford Courant.

THE BASUTO WAR.

The Free State post due on Thursiay morning
last, did nnt arrive before the aftcrnoon of that
dav, whilst that which had been due on the pre-
vious Monday, only reached Cape Town in the
course 'of Thursday might. From the papers
which have come to hand we make the subjoined
extractd :— ~/

Fieldcornet Vilonel, of Edenburg, returned
from near Platberg yesterday (Thursday) atter-
noon, 1st March where he had been with a party
of 40 men of his ward and 7 wagons, to reinforce
the commando of Comdt. Wessels, It seems
that on arriving at the poiot above indicated,
he fell in with about 40 Basutos, who attempted
to tak > some of his cattle, but in this they were
fortunately not’ saccessful. Fieldcornet Vilonel
says his men would hare fired on the Basutes
but that hé would not permit them, judging
it better at oncé to return, as he did nos know
the number of the enemy who might be con:
cealed from view, and whose fires he bad seen
and further he could not find the Great Lager
of which he [was in search. The Fieldcornet
brought his men biack to near Tha%a ’Nchuy,
and came himself to town to report to Govern.
ment. ' Ha has now been ordered with lLis men
to the soacht near D. Grobeller's, on tbe road
to Winburg, as reliable information has becn
received tljat the Basutos have a raid again in
contenplation into that quarter by way of Coran-
naberg. The Basutos are now known to be in
force between us and the lager of Comdt,
Wes:els, who was yesterday to have proceeded
up Maitin’s Hoek at the Berea. The Conman-
dant had received intelligence that the enemy
was re occapying Platberg, but did not, iv is
said, ctedit the information, and so proceed-d
as previoudly détermined upon to eross the Cale~
don. Numeroas Basuto fires were s en by field:
corvet Vilonel at Platberg and the Tieme. Oa
