Mr. Mierowsky's addrP~s was listened to with deep interest, 
and th~. thanks of the aud10nc were convP.ycd to him by Mr.

At the conclusion of the address, the visitor dealt with 
a nu:mbe_r. of que.stions whi.ch were put t.o him, and a 
most msp1rmg evemng was fimshed by the serving of refresh­
ments and an impromptu dance.
