Menace of Present-Day 
German Spirit. 

SIR AUSTEN CHAMBERLAIN 
IN HOUSE OF COMMONS. 

(By 1ir Mai/). 

London, May 26th. 

The new movement in Germany, with it 
dome'.\tic manifestations, shocked this House 
and: shocked our people, Sir Austen Chamber­
lain, former Secretary of Stale for Foreign 
Affairs, said, speaking in the disarmament 
debate in the House of Commons to-day. 

I do not know if these domestic manifes­
tations have been much qualified since that 
time, he went on. I still feel that the spirit 
which manifested itself in the proscription 
of a race within the boundaries of Germany 
is a spirit which if allowed to prevail in 
foreign affairs would be a menace to the 
whole world. We have had since then some 
more profoundly disquietening utt~rances 

from men of high authority in Germany. 
The last utterance came from Chancellor 
Hitler himself. I recognise that if we take 
these words at their face value, as I would 
like to do, they indicate a new spirit and 
a more hopeful one for the relations of 
Germany with the rest of the world, but I 
am d'isquiet~d that there has been no direct 
repudiation by anyone in authority in Ger· 
many of the statements recently made by 
colleagues of the Chancellor.
