Mr. Millin has figured in a

very large propertion of the
leading cases which have come
before the Transvaal Courts
over a long period of yeais.
Amongst other legal achieve-
ments, he is joint author, with
Professor G. Wille, K.C., of
“Mercantile TLaw in South
Africa,” now in its ninth edi-
tion. He was for some years
Chairman of the Bar Council,

- and in that capacity received the

Jubilee and Coronation Medals.

The new Judge will be tak-
ing his seat on the bench almost
immediately.

Mr. Millin is married to the
distinguished South  African
authoress and novelist, who was,
before her marriage, Sarah
Gertrude Liebson, daughter of
the late Mr. J. Liebson, of Wax
deck's Plant, Barkly West. He
has three younger brothers,
Messrs. David Millin, B.A.,
F.I.C., senior lecturer in metal-
lurgy at the Witwatersrand
University, Albert Millin, O.B.E.,
member of the Advisory Coun-
cil to the Resident Commissioner
of Swaziland, and Emil Millin,
Motoring Editor of the “Rand
Daily Mail” and the “Sunday
Times.”

The new- Judge has always
shown a close interest in Jew-
ish matters. He-is a member of
the Hebrew University Council
of South Africa, whose Presi-
dent is Mr. Justice Greenberg.

Mr. Millin’'s appointment
means that the Transvaal judi-
ciary now includes two Jewish
judges — a circumstance which
so far as we know, is unique in
the annals of any Provincial
Bench in South Africa.

Throughout
Sout.h Africa-Jewish communities are
preparing to celebrate the festival in
the traditional manner. On the fifth
and sixth of this month, shops and
places of business will be closed, and
the svnagogues will be filled with
worshippers.

In the majority of synagoguss, the
s;el'vice will commence at six p.m. on
Sunday evening. At the Great Syna-

gogue in Wolmarans Street, Chief
Rabbi Dr. J. L. Landau will deliver

a sermon. Cantor Alter will officiatz,

and Rev. C. Grosberg will lead the
choir.
At the Yeoville Svnagogue, Rev.

Dr. A. T. Shrock will deliver a ser-
mon. Cantor Glantz, a new arrival in
Johannesburg, will conduct the ser-
vices, while Mr. Eischeweye will be
in charge of the choir.

Rabbi Kossowsky will give a ser-
mon at the Beth Hamedrash Hagodel,
Cantor B. Chagy will officiate, and
Mr. Ichilchik will be the choir master.

The service to be held at the
Temple Israel on Rosh Hashonah
evening will commence at 6.15 p.m.
Rabbi M. C. Weiler will deliver the
sermon, and Mr. J. Idelsohn will eon-
duet a specially augmented choir.

Other services will be conducted in
all the important centres of Johan-
nesburg.
