IRMA STERN'S EXHIBITION 
Capturing the Congo on Canvas 

Irma Stern's exhibition, which 
opened at the Gainsborough Gallery 
on Tuesday morning, re-echoes 
the message of Africa even more 
than does her previous work. ~~ ~,t 
c.r-1~ did she paint in darkest Afric.t, 
but in colour, line and the rhythm of 
movement, Irma Stern has revived 
t}at art which Africa b1ed in the 
unknown. Simple black and whi:e 
1mtterns, the heritage of the blac,\: 
mces and the swift, 1lowing lines 
of the Bushman dr!twings havJ 
fo • .md expression in her work. 

The main picture of the exhibi­
tion is "Slave Musician," an oil paint­
ing, full of the awkward strength 
of bodies and limbs, but too sombre, 
as if the artist had not let suf­
ficient sun into the picture. 

The temper'.ls in the works on view 
ma1k a considerable development :n 
Irma Stern's technique. The Police­
man is an interesting study illus­
trating the artist's penetration into 
the native peoples. 

The charcoal drawings are each 
stamped with a simplicity of con­
ception and execution. Particularly 
pleasing is the "Watussi Queen 
Mother." 

lrrna Stern's exhibition is yet an­
other of thos·e great triumphs of 
hel'S which have hitherto identified 
her name with all that i. be t in 
South African ai't.
