“atone”” for their misdeeds and ask God
for his love and merey,

Kol Nidre:.

As with all other Jewish holidays, the
service begins on the eve of the day (Tues-
day  nmight; this year) and is continued
throughout the whole of the next day, The
eve of Yom Kippur is also called Kol
Nidrei night, beeause of the prayer with
which the Yom Kippur eve service begins
—a prayer in which the Jews pray to God
to relieve them of all the vows (Nidrei)
which they have made so that they may
begin the year anew with better and holier
thoughts and resolutions.

It is not known who
original music of Kol Nidrei,
beautiful, but it is believed that it was
composed in Spain during the Inquisition
when: many of our people died the most
terrible deaths rather than give up their
religion. There were many who pretended
to become Christians but in their hearts
remained Jews, practising their religion
secretly. 1t was on Yom Kippur that they
expressed their feelings of regret for hav-
ing taken false vows and in the sad beauty
of Kol Nidrei they expressed all their sor-
row and suffering.

Nidrei for violincello and orchestra which
is so often played to-day and which seems
to express the entire sonl of the Jewish
People.,

fast the whole day, T am sure that you
will all go to shul, and T hope you will sit
theve quietiy and listen to the beautiful
seryice. Try and remember that Yom
Kippur is a very holy and serious day and
that even childien should behave in a
seemly manner especially in shul.
