An informal gathering took place at th' 
Hotel Assembly on 8ntunlay afternoon, 
NoYember 28th, \vhen Dr. Anni Samuel.·­
dorff wa ''At Home'' to the young Jewish 
women of the Peninsula. 

D r . Samuelsdorff gave a graphic account 
of t h e pioneering achievements 0£ the 
women of Eretz Israel. Befor.~ her arriYal 
in South Africa she had had no idea of 
forming any young girls societief: here, but 
during her tour of the country she had 
been struck by the lack of knowledg of 
conditions in Palestine displayed by young 
girl and had realised the necessity for the 
formation of young Wizo groups in this 
country. A group had already been forme,1 
in the Transvaal an<l. she appealed to tho<.:' 
present to form a similar group here, 
which, if formed, would be the pioneer of 
a young W izo movement in South Afri ·a. 
Dr. Samuelsdorff explained tbnt although 
the:v would be Wizo groups, nt the sam<' 

time they would be affiliated to the S.A. 
Zionist Youth Council.
