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Death of Chaim Zhitlovsky.

The death oceurred (]urln;: a lecture tour in

Calgary, Canada, of Chaim Zhitlovsky the
well-known plnlowpin-l of the Yiddish culture
movement and Socialist theoretician., He was
born in White Russia in 1865. His writings
are vegarded as the corner-stone of the Yid-
dishist and Jewish Socialist movements, of
both of which he is considered the founder.
He was also one of the founders of the Rus-

sinm Socialist Revolutionary Party. He or-
canised in 1885 a Jewish Socialist Revolu-

tionary Group to fight simultancously against
S“Hibbat Zion' and for progressive Jewish
nationalism on Soecialist foundations with Yid-
dish as the national language. He settled in
America in 1907. The Committee of Jewish
Writers is arranging to bring his body to New
York for burial.
