A notable Siyum, marking the completion by the
Great Synagogue Chevrat Shass of Seder Nashim,
took place at the “Old Shool” on Tuesday even-
ing, 19th March.

Abrahams, Chief Rabbi of the Cape
Town Hebrew Congregation, gave a scholarly
address on the position of the woman in Jewish
tradition, and linked his explanation with the
statement of R. Neharai that he would abandon
all crafts in the world and teach his son Toral
only. Other speakers included Mr. P. M. Clouts
(representing the Committee of the Great Syna-
gogue), Dr. C. Resnekov (Chairman of the Board
of Education), Mr. M. Aronson (representing the
Sea Point Congregation) and Mr. Friedland, of
the Vredehoek Talmudical Soeciety. Cantor Boris
Rome sang a number of Chassidic folk songs with
a charm that was warmly appreciated by all
present. The Chairman, Mr. Rechtman, seized
the opportunity of wishing God-speed to Dr.
Resnekov, and Rev. N. Cohen thanked the
ladies for their gracious services.

Vredehoek Jewish Cultural Circle.

The fortnightly meeting took place on Thurs-
day, 21st March, at the residence of Mr. and Mrs.
Victor Friedman, ‘‘ Pearl View,” Virginia Ave.
Mr. Friedman, the host, presided over a large
number of members and friends.

Mr. P. M. Clouts gave a talk on ‘‘Leadership
in Jewry.”

Here in South Africa, however, said Mr. Clouts,
there was a singular lack of such leaders, There
was a shortage of men who could speak to the
government on our behalf and put forward a good

case, and see eye to eye with them. The com-
munity had just lost such a man, Adv. M. Alex-
ander, who had been the born leader. From per-

sonal oxperience he knew what wonderful work
Adv. Alexander shad achieved during his lifetime
for the elevation of the Jewish community to the
level of all Western communities.

[t was to be regretted, said Mr. Clouts, that
the congregations as well as the charitable in-
stitutions were in the hands of men who were
there simply because of their wealth and not be-
cause of their educational training in leadership.
If men with education had been at the head of
affairs in all communal matters, a federation of
synagogues and one of institutions would have
been in existence long ago.

A very long and keen discussion followed in
which Messrs. Bank, Laden, Voloshen and Mrs.
Katz participated. Mr. Clouts replied.

Mr. Jason
announced that since the Society was formed, the
sum of almost £600 has been collected, and it
is hoped that relief to Vilno and surrounding dis-
tricts will be possible to be sent in the near
future. He paid fine tributes to the active com-
mittee and the enthusiasm that prevailed among
the women who made this function possible at
their own expense, in order to enrol more mem-
bers and swell the funds of the Society.

Mr. M. Kentridge, M.P., then addressed the
guests and expressed his delight at being present
at this function as he himself hails from Vilno;
he stressed the fact that in spite of the great
work that is being done by the S.A. Jewish War
Appeal, 1t 18 very necessary to have all the Lands-
manshaften societies who can come in direct com-
munication with own relatives, neighbours and
friends. The Vilno Society could be proud of the

fact that in a short period it has set an example

to other societies by doing such splendid work as
it has done up tili now. He appealed to all the
guests to be united in their efforts, and thus
achieve its aims and' objective for which it is
striving.

Major Potashmk who recentb came in contact
with some Vilno Jews in various camps in Europe,
then described the terrible conditions under which
they were living. Not only were these Jews with-
out food or clothing, but they lived without hope.
He praised the noble deeds of the South African
boys in the armed forces who spent much of their
time with these unfortunate refugees, who were
encouraged and helped by these soldiers.

Mr. 1. Novikov spoke of the terrible plight of
the Jewish population in Vilno from the outbreak
of hostilities till the present day. He quoted
incidents during the time of the Vilno Ghetto, as
described by the famous Jewish author Abraham
Sutzkower, who lived in Vilno during the mass
murders of thousands of Jews, among whom were
martyrs such as Dr. Wigotzky, Dr., Shabad,
Grodzensky and Kalmanowitz, and whose deeds
will live in the history of Polish and Vilno Jewry.
Thig ,period can be classed as even greater than
the two destructions of the Jewish Temple, and
the tragedies as the greatest in human history.

Mr. S. H. Michelson said that not a single Jew
living to-day could claim that he was not affected
by the tragedy that has befallen the Jewish people.
Entire families were murdered and almost every
South African Jew has lost a near or distant
relative; those whe were fortunate to escape
death are living in misery and want.

During the interval Cantor Baron sang Hebrew
songs, Mr. G. Laden gave humorous monologues,
Miss Patz rendered songs, and Mr. Asher recited
dramatic poems of the Vilno Ghetto; the function
concluded with a vote of thanks by Mr, N. Glaser
to the guest speakers, artists, and the committee
who were responsible for arranging the function
and providing the refreshments.

“World_Tﬂunal.”

INTERESTING FUNCTION AT
MUIZENBERG PAVILION.

The meeting of the “World Tribunal’ at the
Muizenberg Pavilion on Monday, 25th March, was
marked by its originality and novel approach to
a Zionist audience. The evidence submitted to
the Tribunal on behalf of the Colonial Office and
the Arabs of Eretz Israel gave Zionists an oppor-
tunity of hearing the anti-Zionist point of view,
while the cases for European Jewry and the Yishuv
focused the attention of all on the urgent prob-
lem of displaced persons in Europe and the excel-
lent arguments and convincing facts of the Jewish
case.

The members of the Presidium consisted of Mr.
P. M. Clouts, as Chairman, Messrs. J. L. Fein-
berg, S. L. Gross, L. Rubin and Councillor A. Z.
Berman. Evidence for the Colonial Office was
presented by Adv. G. Gordon, for European Jewry
by Mr. A. M. Melamet, for the Arabs by Adv. E.

Mr. P. M. Clouts, Chairman of the Tribunal.

Newman and for the Yishuv by Mr. E, Kluk. The
Tribunal Registrar was Mr. R, B. Egert. Both
the evidence and cross-examination of witnesses
brought forth a great deal of genuine data, es-
pecially the evidence of Mr, Melamet, and proved
a most instructive evening for all those who
attended.

The session of the Tribunal was introduced by
Dr. I M. Hurwitz, Chairman of the Information
Department of the W.P, Zionist Council, who
said that Zionists were not afraid to present the
point of view of others as they felt that the
Jewish case was so just that, in face of the best
arguments of opponents, it could stand its ground
unimpaired.

At the end of the proceedings, Mr. Clouts.
Chairman of the Tribunal, summed up the evi-
dence submitted and showed up the loopholes in
the claims and arguments of both the Colonial
Office and the Arab casa He proved that even
from an objective point of view the concrete
facts and arguments presented by Mr. Kluk sup-
ported by Mr. Melamet in his description of the
plight of Jewish refugees in Europe forced the
legalistic argumentations of the Colonial Office and
the Arab spokesmen to the background, Jewish
witnesses had adequately proved the historical
bonds of the Jewish people with Eretz Israel and
had shown that the advent of Jews to Palestine
had not only not prejudiced the civil and religious
rights of existing communities but had improved
the conditions of local Arabs immensely.

Previously, only British Chief Magistrates counld
hear criminal charges; but last year authority was
extended to Palestinian magistrates as well. Most

of the defendants in criminal cases were Arabs.
