CLUBS COME

INTO BEING

SIEGFRIED ROSENDORFEF

ORE than 23 years ago a small
body of enthusiasts formed
themselves into a committee styled
the O.F:S. and Basutoland Amateur
Boxing Association. Among the foun-
dation members was a pioneer of box-
ing in South Africa, Lionel Nathan.
Thanks to this great sportsman, a life
member of the S.AN.A.B.A., boxing
in the Free State came to stay and
contributed to the prestige of the
sport in South Africa. Thanks to
Jewish organising genius, the sport
became firmly established in the pro-
vince,

To-day mno less a colowrful per-
sonality than Siegfried Rosendorff
holds the reins of that bedy. Mr.
Rosendorff comes from one of the
pioneer Jewish families of the Free
State. His father was Martin
Rosendorff, who played a big part
in the early days of the Free State
and Basutoland. Martin Rosendorff
fought in the Kaffir Wars, and his
name is a legend in several Free
State dorps.

Sporting Family

The Rosendorffs were a sporting *

family and in countless ways fostered
the art of self defence in the Free
State. It is rightly said that they
were the backbone of Free State box-
ing. In 1943 Siegfried was awarded
a gold medal award of merit. Asso-
ciated with boxing in the Free State
for over 25 years, he has been presi-
dent of the O.F.S. Amateur Boxing
Association for the past nine years.
As chairman of the O.F.S. National
Sporting Club and as a member of the
executive of the Professional Boxing
and Wrestling Board of Control, he
has been chiefly responsible for the

great suecess of the game in that
province.

Mr. Siegfried Rosendoxff is com-
paratively young for a wmiddle-aged
man. His interest in sport seems to
grow instead of diminish. His un-
tiring energy and enthusiasm is an
inspiration to any youugster—Jew or
Gentile. A past president of the Grey
College Re-Unie, a member of the
Ramblers Bowling Club, the Bloem-
fontein Club and hon. viee-president
of Old Goeys, he is one of the most
popular sportsmen in Bleemfontein,
It may be a long time since he played
rugger, but his interest has not
waned.
