Tre HRRICANE. —On Tuesday last this

neighbourhood was visited by oue of the severest
'storms, accompauied by a heavy fall of rain,
that we ever remember to have witnessed at this
season of the year,
expectedly, except to the diligent observers of
the barometer, the craft on the river Mersey
were not prepared for so tempestuous a visitation
and, in consequence. the damage done to them
will, we fair, be very considerable. So great
was the swell in the river that it was with great
difficulty that the steamsboats employed at the
Fleftios could fand theif passéngers; and; af one
period, all communication between this and the
Cheshire side was suspended, Towards evening
the storm abated; but, after 12 o'clock at night,
it resumed all its fury with tenfold violence. It
blew a perfect hurricane until 4 o'clock in the
morning, and in its coutse cartied desolation
through gardens, orchards, and plantations. In
several places the roots and flowers were torn
from the ground, and every where the leaves
and fruit were reft from the trees, blasting the
fuir prospect of an abundant supplys On Wednes-
day the roads and lanes had all the appearaace of
autampn, for they were filled with leaves, the
trees on each side indicating October rather thap
June. On the Cheshire side of Dersey the
hurricane acted as an extensive blighit; the trecs
are a!l blackened, and the vegetables look brown
and withered. The cabbages were intirely
uptorn. A brigautine was driven on shore early
on Weédnesday morning, on the sands near
Bootle, and suffered some demage. Several
ships were obliged to put back; while others,
several of which had sailed at daylight on Tues-
day, were driven on the Lancashire shore on the
following nizht.  From Formby (0 the tiver
Lune the beach was covered with wrecks.
Amidst the general wreck the floating-bath
did not escape ; but having made her way into
the Prince’s Dock Basin, she suffered bat little
damage, and 15 now, we rejoise to see, safely
riding in- her former station.
