- One acre of clover will feed as many cattle as
four or five acrés of common grass; but care
shoald be taken to let them feed upon it gradu.
ally at first, lest it burst them. For this purpose

they should be allowed to eat it only for half an

hour or an hour in the middle of the day, when

there is.no dew upoan the grass, and so every day

they may remain a longer time, till they are fully
seasoned to it.. But they should.never be fed on

clover in' wet weather: when they have been

accustomed to it, they should be turned out at

night, and supplied with hay or straw, which

will prevent the pernicious consequences of the

clover. Some sow rye grass among the clover,

in order to check the richness of the crop; but

this it not advisable, as the rye grass will obstruct

the growth of the clover, and the seeds scatter

and flll the ground with bents.

When the cattle are fed with the hay of clover,

the best way is to put it in racks, otherwise they

will tread a great quantity of it down with their

feet. Clover is much better for most other cattle

than for milch cows, which should rarely have

any of it, though when it is ‘dry it is much less

injurious to all cattle than when it is green.
