We are well aware that to find
fault with anything isa very easy m:it-
ter, but on the other hand we also
believe that an outsider can often far
sooner see i mistake than persons by
whoni such & mistake is committe:l.
Mindful of this we venture to lLring
under the notioe of our readers a point
bearing on the system of our eduoi-
tion.

The point we wish to touch uron
is the very limited amount of know-
ledge of history required from students
in the Cape University examinations.

Let us for a moment rcfleet and
see what the public exams require in the
way of history.  Asregards the periods
prescribed for the Elementary and IHon-
ours examinations we have no remark to
make, move cannot be expected at tha
stege. But coming to the Matriculation
we find that only a limited period of Eng-
lish hisiory is prescribed, and nothing
whatever of the history of onr own c¢oun-
try, or of general history. The result of
matters as they stand at present is that
many pass their matriculation with but a
meagre knowledge of the history of the
British Isles only.

For the Intermediste examination
it is an optional subject, and as far as we
#re anware by far the greater number of
the candidates that yearly try for tkis
examination do not take history but either
Greek or one of the nioderu languages in
its stead. Thus here too hiatory is put in
ti.e background and many students who
are desirous to pursue their studies further
find that they have to cope with nianuy
diiticulties from the fact of their not hav-
ing had anything like en introduction in-
to more genwral history at an earlier stage
of_hchouling.

‘We Lave not touched upon the value
of history as a useful study in itself and
as ome mecessary in order to make a
human being take an interest nos only in
what goes on in his immediate vicinity
but also ir distant countries and nations
beyond the ocean, and thus feel that he is
not an iselated and lifeless plani or an
irrational animal but that Le iz part of a
whole and has personally to take part in
the drama of life.

to speak of the v orth of history in itself,

Woe think it necessarv

for every one with an ordinary stock of
common sense we are sure will admit that
the study of history is both interesting
and ueeful, nay more even necessary
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for the completion of education.

We close our few remarks with the
hope that within many yvears hence more
attention will be given to that highly in-
portant gubject in the instruction of the
young than has hitkerto unfortunately
been the cas-.
