“ A Curlist lieutenant-colonel, surpriscd by the Caristinos
of Lower Catalonia, has been murdered by the Urbanos of a
small garrison on the Ebro in a most barbarous manner, his
eyes being put out, and his arms dislocated, before he was
shot.  Cabrera, never backward in acts of cruelty, threatened
this morning to shoot 40 Urbanos in reprisal. A Roval
order is, I believe, immediately going to be issued to prevent
this piece of barbarity. The opirations of the Carlist army
in Valencia and Arragon seem to have hitherto failed, be
cause they imagined that their separate divisions were sufl-
ciently strong to oppose the march of Oraas col:mn, which
they were not. I have not reccived any letters since I crossed
the Pyrenees. I send a courier with this, as I have found
means to do so free'of expense.”

under the orders of -Buerens. On the 22d Don Carlos en-
tered Villar de los Navarros, Oraa being in Daroca, and
Buerens in Belchite, and the Royal army thus immediately
between the two columns. Oa the 23d Buerens marched
half way from Belchite to Villar, and finding that the Royal
army did not retire from the last-mentioned place, despatched
a messenger to Oraa, acquainting him with his movement,
and planning a simultaneous advance on the following day,
