indemuity. The King of Holland has not refused entering
upon this proposal, but has made his consent subject to that
of Prussia as far as regards Luxemburg. The Prussian
‘Cabinet at first showed a disposition to negotiate upon this
principle, but has lately positively declared that it cannot
consent to any such compromise, and that the treaty of the
24 artidles must be executed without any alteration. so far as
concerns the territorial limits of Belginum and Holland.”
