On Wedauesday, 7th, a Frénch brig of war, on her way to
Buengs Ayres, [the Oreste, 20 guns§, arrived 'from Fiance
with despatches for the Prince, he having jn tiie Belle Poule
saited a month before. 'The day followwing, the 8:b, the Belld
Poule and Fuvoritd ‘hove in_ sight,"nns ‘anchored abqut 4
o'clock, —the Prince would hat cowe o1 shore that night,—
the next moming a guard of honor received him at the stairs,
all the officers af the garrison and militia, in uniform, to ré-
ceive him. The Governor being unwell, Col. Trelawney was
depated to act for him. We walked to the castle, where
every one was individuall{ introduced to him. I had on my
full dress as well 4s the rest—the depot uniform—it came
from England for me about 18 months ago.
