The time allowed them—
perhaps by the chanees of war--since those glo-
ricus achievements; appears to have been mote
than safficient to enable them to recoveér from the
terror, pradauced by ball and sabre-cut. From
the eccounts received, it appears, that they
are now enga : ling to thé present
military \tactics of savage nations—in fortifying
heir position, and in digging masked pit-falls armed
at the bottesh with pointed stakes, at those places
al which ' they dnficipate the advance of the
colonial forced ; whilst their marauding parties,
without any relaxation, proceed to commit the most
sudacious ruhiberies within the Colony; to the great
anaoyance of the i sriched colonists, and the
forces now- charged with their defence.
