stances which may take place prejurticial to the oxen and
the salety of the supplies, and contrary to the orders which
you have received from me. All matters connected with the
timing, feeding, watering, and resting .the oxen, you are to
be considered the best judge.

The state and eondision of your oxen will be the best proof
that you have given your uadivided attention to these im-
portant duties,

You are also to pay proper attention to the drivers and
leaders, and see that they take care of the oxen intrusted to
them,—that they do not burry or over-drive them, or other-
wise ill-use them.

Awmd yoo will make a report to me if any of them miscon
duet thewselves in any way whetever, You will take cire
that all noder your orders receive their rations, and that the
drivess dormot ill-treat their lenders.
