We, the undersigned, belonging to the burgber force ar-
rived Ber¢ from the frontier in the brig Naulilus, having
soen the leading article appesring in the Zuid Afrikaan, of
the 26th instant, with reference to the treatment which we
experignced on board of that vessel, hereby declare aur full
concarfence therein, the same being In every respect acearate.

And with regard to a certain statement appeariog in the
Commercial Advertiser of this day, we further declare, that
up to this moment we did not kmow ;that orders had been
given forwur Janding in Table Bay; nor did the Port Cap-
tain or any ome else isform us that we might draw fations
upon #pplieation st the Commissarist Offise. With the
weight of the rations received by us on board, we are of
course unacquainted } but as regards the allowance of tes,
we declare that we refused it solly on account of its bad
quality and becausc it was served out to us in buckets pre-
viously used by the sea-sick! X

As regards the allegation that we expressed our satisfac-
tion at' diet and accommeodatinn received on board, we
declare it to. be unfounded, no such satisfaction having, as
far as we know, been expressed either by ourselves or any
one else-of our fellow burghers.

Az to the allowance of 2s. 6d per diem for rations and
travelling expense, we declsre, that although it was accepted
by some, it is wholly insufficient for the purpose in view,

unless we bad nadertaken the journey on foot, immediately

after our landing. We bad however expected from the
liberality of Government, that it would have duly provided us
with a conveyance to our respective Districts,

Thas it will appear that we are borne out in all

allowed to remark, that it is of little use to frame
instructions, if it be not at the same time worth
while to see them properly carried out.—These
men éven had to ﬁncfrfbeir own lodgings, though
they might have been easily quartered in the castle
or barracks, which are both unoccupied. They
were told, is is true, afler their landing, that
2s. 6d. per day would be allowed them to proceed
to their homes on jfoot; but no provision was
made for those men who were unable to walk, from
the lacerated state of their feet, occasioned ily the
loag march from Waterloo Bay; nor would it
appear that these men, houseless and friendless,
were allowed any thing to cure them of their wounds.
