During a series of years the landed proprietors

have been exposed to serious losses sustained in
the shape of rent. Parties hire their houses, and
after remaining in them for a few months, the
landlords are generally obliged to give them notice
to quit on account of arrears. At the expiration
of the notice, and even sooner, they quit, bat the
landlord is ousted of his money; he has no direct
means to destrain their property; to do which he
must travel through the due course of law. Well,
he adopts this course, and takes out a summons,
bat tll: debtor dues not make his appearance; an
Interloeutory judgment is given, and:a ¢opy there-
of served on !;? ﬂefaulterg;’ but eight dapys ‘must
elapse before “this judgment can be made final;
