As immediately connected with this subject, we
lately had the satisfaction to diregt the attention of
our readers to the efficient stepsitaken by the Ge-
vernment for improving the Gaols of the Colony
end the discipline within the saime; and we were
cratified to observe from the last Gazette that the
Board, appointed for that desirable purpose, had
already received their ingtructiong,

This document candidly admits the defects which,
for years, have existed in this highly important
system ; the injurious consequengces which must
inevitably arise to the gublic ront'such a state of
things, and the culpability of allowing it ‘to con-
tinue; and likewise explains, in § very intelligible
manner, the great priaciple of allprisan discipline
—tlie prevention of crime and ‘the reformation of
the criminal. :

That this excellent principle has been thus far
(ntirely neglected, is a fact respecting ‘which there
cun be no doubt.  The classification of the prigo-
rers, the first and principal point for the obtain-
ment of the vbject in view was, if these detestable
havels, a matter of utter impossibility. The motley
crowd—composed of murderers, thieves, and other
oifenders of both sexes—could not even be duly
sccured within the same, They were real schools
for the propagation of vice, and rendered the escape
of the criminals, confined within {their dilapidated
precincts, comparatively gn easy matter. The guilty
with the innocent, the convicted with the untried,
were, in most instances, intermixed in one and the
same apartment, and who knowg& how many an

entirely innocent individual, cornmted by the evil
intercourse of a prison,—lost to shimself and so-
ciety—has met with a disgracefal end, or may
still groan under the forfeiture of vne of the most
noble privileges conferred on man#his liberty !
We have, in urging the necessity of reform,
repeatedly asserted that this defect in such indis-
pensable institutions, was a stain gpon the Colony,
and that it hecame an imperative duty té commence
such reform without any further delay, and without

His Excellency is also of opinion that it might lead to
beneficial results if, in addition to the information to be thus
obtained from the Local Boards, a periodical inspection of
all gaols, lock-up houses, and houses of correction were to
be made by some member of the General Boaed, or by an
agent appointed by them from time to time. . This, however,
is to be understood as a suggestion thrown ‘ont for the con-
sideration of the Board, rather than as a direction for their
guidince; and the Board will take an early opportunity of
| reparting to His Excellency whether they consider such direct
supervision and coatrol to be practicable or advisable. o

From the information obtsined by these means the Board
are requested to draw up an annual report to be laid- by ilis
Excellency upon the table of the Legislative Council, in which
they will detail their proceedings, and those of the District
Boards as reported to them from time to time, and will also
make any suggestions which may occur to them relative to
the improvement of prison discipline. This report will be
accampnanied by a detailed account of their_disposal of the
funds voted by the Legislative Council for the erection and
improvement of gaols, the administration of which will rest
with the Board. i

The Board are requested to understand that the provisions
of the Ordinance No. 24 of 1847 are not to be cousidered as
incapable of amendment. In the course of their administra-
tive duties it is not improbable that many ‘valuable amend-
ments may occur to them, which when brought under his
notice, will always receive His Excellency’s most anxious
attention. This remark is particularly applicable to the snb-
ject of the classification of the prisoners. Ia forming rules
for Lhe construction of new prisons and for the future govern- |
ment of those already built it will probably be found alyis-
abld to make provision for a further sub-division of the
clusses enumerated in the clause of the Ordinance quoted
above, and as a general rule the Board is to understand that
the classification directed in that clause is what must at least,
be made ;—but that any more minote clussification may be
made where the means are available and thé Board consider
it desirable. The Board will therefore avail themselves of all
the information on this important subject ‘which the expe-
rience of Europe and America so abundanily supplies, and
will not fail, as occasion offers, to submit for flis Excellency’s
sanction such additional improvements in the classification or
eotire separation of Prisoners, as they may think it advisablé
to réecommend, : :

Another subject of the utmost importance, and which
ought to occupy the early attention of the Board is, providing
moral and religious education for the prisouers. His Excel
lency looks npon this as the basis of all reformatory dis-
cipline, and feels assured that it is only necessary for him to
name it to the Board to obtain for it their most unxious
attention, and their cordial co-operation with his efforts to
make the provision required. :

With reference to the penal system, and the general con. -
stitution of the prisons, His Excellency does not think it
necessary to give the Board minnte instructlons, feeling cer-
tain that these matters may safely be left to their discretion,
and desiring cnly to state to the Board the gen-ral prineiples
upoo which he eonceives that a well-organized system of
prison diacipline ought to be foundcd.

On this classification itself we shall offer no re-
murk : we deem it very appropriate and important:
Lut itappears to us, under correction, that a class
of prison inmates, though no offenders, has been
therein overlovked. It is well known that in some
instances, particularly in the Country Districts, it
is decmed necessary to secure soine witnesses for
the day of trial. These were hitherto, o shame!
thrown among the crowd, and could, being in some
instances kept in safe custody from one term to
another, indeed, speak volumes respecting the per-
nicious scepes they were often compelled to behold !
We are well aware that under the new system no
such unheard of cruelties and moral tortures will be
allowed ; but we are nevertheless:of opinion, that
for such due provision should be ‘made, and that
they should be kept entirely separate from all and
every species of criminals. :

We abstain, for the present, from any comment
on the instructions given to the Board. They
contain the first and most important points of con-
sideration and reform, especiallg subject to the
provisions of the Ordinasce just alluded to, and
are comprised in the following brigf sketch :—

His Excellency is of opinion, as stated:in his Minute, that
the provisions of this Ordinance will 'be most effectually
carried out by a General Board of Comnissioners of Public
Prisons ; and, having accordingly appointed you to form such
Commission, he has determined to delegate to you (subject
to bis approval) the powers and duties conferred upon him by
the provisions of the Ordinance in questign.
