&c., are now procurable, seems “to have:been the

The
evil day of age and infirmity is ga‘ninbed from the
mind by the charming juice swallawed in full
bampers ; only s0 much labor is performed as will
eible the party to silence the cravings of an empty
stomach and to eatisfy an insatiable lust for drink-
inz; and for the rest an otherwisg precious life is
dra:ged on by many in a manner destractive to
both body and soul, and ended #n mf‘sery; nnless
lientionsness begels ¢ ime, and jastice  stops the
thoughtless drunkard in his pernigious career.

That such a state of things mast bave a most
injurious effect on agriculture generally, but more
especially ori the operations of thase farmers whose
properties are situated in the neighbourhood of the
villages, and who are consequently the. more imme-
diate sufferers, is too obvious to allow of' any con-
tradiction. If the farmer has to werk with dranken
reople, or if, in the midst of business, they desert
Wm, it is impossible fur him to prosecute his
labors successfully —by repeated disappointment he
becomes illhumoured und dishearténed—and at last
he very naturally begins to think it almost useless
to undertake any work of importance-—he concen-
trates as much as possible, merely cultivating as
much as will serve to pravide in his own wants and
those of his family, and to pay hisdawful creditors.

But those are not the only sufferers,—the far-
mers whose estates are sitmated gt seme triflinz
‘'stance from the villages, are, with few exceptions,
without any hands at all., The villige canteen is
oo tempting—there most of thém ¢ongregate—
and the distant farms are then enly wisited whem
necessity is urgent, or the'particuldr season compels
them to look for employment elsewhere, in orler,
after a short pause, to resume théir favored mode
of life. ' C

We are well aware, and it is bt right ' that we
should here record it, that there ara a féw honorable
exceptions among them, buat it is the truth, and
nothing bat the trath, that the mags of the laboring
population are at pres nt distinguished’by laziness
widl licentiousness—the glorious fruits” of the 8ys-
tm by which ecanteens—the séhools of every
specious of vice—have now become a curse, yea,
in actual disgrace to the Colony. @ -

We do not belong to those whoiwould withhold
a strenghtening and exbilarating glass of wine
from any orderly laborer, or from any human
being at a!l;—every one is at full‘liberty to make
a temperate use of this 'gift; but we consider it
Lighly culpable, by the muhiplicity of occasion to
give cause for abuse, and thus {o promote self-
destruction and the ruin of a yaluable portion of
the community. The laborer drinks, or is tempted
to drink ;—by bis licentiops and digorderly conduct
he deprives himself of proper employment and the
fruits of a sober life;—he robs sogiety of the labor
of his hands; and at last plunges himself into
perdition. ' R OL '

24') and the ship was dismasted. [t was worthy
of regark, that the previous midnight the Bar. in Cape Town
was lew enough for a Northerly gale, but it is of very rare
occurgence that artherly gales blow .here so as to endanger
the véssels in Table Buy during the summer months.

On.the 6th, the “Sutlej” encountered a furious hurricance
from the South and 8. E., which was felt, perhaps, in a less
degred, hy the ‘“Ptince of Wales” and the ““I'rue Briton.”
The litter seems to have been first’ assailed by’ the gale at 6
p-m. gn the 5th instant, (lat. 34’ long. 26') and by the ex-
tract from her log-book, it had all 51e characteristics of a
hurriggne. ' It continued unabated until towards noon of the
6th i.i:_gtant, and moderated at midnight of the same day.

PUBLIC MEETING AT
SYDNEY.

Onihe 19th January, a memorable public meeting took
place f Sydney, having for its object a determined opposi-
tion tq Lord Grey's'intended alteration in the coustitution of
the Colony. The Right Worshipful the Mayor, having been
calledo the chaip, proceeded to open the business of the
meetidg. His Warship said the subject on which they had
been ¢ailed tozether was the despatch of Earl Grey, relative
to cerﬁin proposed changes in the constitution of the colony.
That dgspatch it would presently be his duty to read to them,
in ordsg thit they anight fuly understand the objects and
appreciate the importance of the present mecting. e should
detaimhemn with yery few remarks, for the various resolutions
which’formed the bpsis of the petition would be moved and
discusged by gentlemen of far greater abjlity than himself.
But hé" could noj :but express his own, opialon, that the
changés proposed i the despatch were such, that no gooi
could e expected ffom them ;. whilst to earry them oat must
cause those disturbances and confusions so dangerous to the
politicgl welfare of a state. Had the plans of Earl Grey,
with rggard to thig colony, been fully developed, there might
have bgen no occasion for the present meeting ; but the docu-
ment ¥as 80 vague, that they were left unacquainted with the
actual ¥orm of thele new constitution. It seemed, however,
that € was intended to introduce a form of government
similag; if not identical, with the eonstitution lately given
to New Zealaod. Such aform would not anly be most unjust
te the:éplouista, but it could not work well. It would indeed
be a plece of class legislation, disastrous in its results. The
legislatbrs of the country were to” be clected ooly by the
elected for the District Councils—whilst the right of repre-
sentation by the mefbers of their own choice would be taken
from the people aliogether. Then they were to have two
legislagive Houscs ; so that neither coull be independent.

W lately took occasion to bring to the notice of
the Legislature two serious evils, especially felt by
our Agriculturists—the want: of a Yagrant Law,
and the insufficiency of the; Law regulating the
mu.tual obligations of master gnd servant. Another
evil of an equally serious najure, and greatly en-
couragiug aud promoting bgth the former, is the
alarming increase of the so-called eanteens or ta

in nearly every town and vaago throughout the
colony. The law promulgated .on| this head in
October 1846, appears. to have had a most injuri-
ous effect, and Emdly to call for revision. The
low rate at which licences, for the retail of wine,
&e., are now procurable, seems to have been the
cause that several have embarked in this line of
business ; and at places wherg formerly there were
perbaps one or two of these: “ accommodations,”
they have, since the enactment of said Ordinance,
sprung up like mushrooms, gnd. become a com-
plete nuisance. - E BN .

The metropolis of the colony produces a striking
proof of this. ‘Not less thap 100 canteens now
adorn its streets; and though: tha annoyances
which the inhabitants often have tq endure from
them—chicAy%n the' conddef of intoxicated ser-
vants—are of no trifling nature, the nuisance which
they produce to many of the ‘country villages not
only surpasses them, but even: bafiles all descrip-
tion. The canteen there is thé favored rendezvous
of the luboring population—the gulf which shuts
upon their earnings-~the scené of the greatest
licentiousness—and ini many fnstanees, very pro-
bably, the receptacle of whateyer the dishonest ser-
vant or the vagrant has succgeded to pilfer from
his master or the unwakefal: agriculturist. The
evil day of age and infirmity js banished from the
mind by the charming juicé swallowed in full
bampers ; only ro much labor is ‘performed as will
e1able the party to silence the dravings of an empty
stomach and to eatisfy an insatiable lust for drink-
inz; smd for the rest an otherwise precious life is
dra:ged on by many in a manner destructive to
both body and soul, and ended in misery; unless
licentiousness begets ¢ ime, and- justice stops the
thoughtless drunkard in his pernigious career,

That such a state of things:must have a most
injurious effect on agriculture generally, but more
especially on the operations of {hase farmers whose
properties are situated in the neighbourhood of the
villages, and who are consequently the more imme-
diate sufferers, is too obvious fo allow of any con-
tradiction. Jf the farmer has to work with dranken
lwoplo, or if, in the midst of Busitiess, they desert
iim, it is impossible for him to prosecute hix
lsbors successfully —by repeated disappointment he
becomes illhumoured und dishegrtened—and at lust
he very natarally begins to think-it almost useless
to undertake any work of impgrtance—he concen- |
tFites as much as possible, merely cultivating as
much as will serve to provide in liis own wants and
those of his family, and to pay his lawful creditors.

But those are not the only:sufferers,—the far-
mers whose estates are situated ‘at some trifling
listance from the villages, are, ¥ith few exceptions,
vithout any hands at all. The village canteen is
too tempting—there most of them congregate—
and the distant farms are thea only visited when
necessity is urgent, or the parti¢ilar season compels
them to look for emplayment elsgwhere, in orler,
after a short pause, to resume “their favored mode.
of life. -

‘We are well aware, and it is' bat richt that we
should here record it, that thereare a few honorable
exceptions among them, Luat it is the truth, and
nothing but the trath, that the mass of the laboring
population are at pres-nt distinguished by laziness
and licentiousness—the glorioug fruits of the sys-
t'm by which canteens—ihe: achools of every
specious of vice—have now become a curse, yea,
in actuol disgrace to the Colony. -

We do not belong to those wha woald withhold
n strenghtening and exhilarafing glass of wine
trom any orderly laborer, or from any human
being at all;—every ose is at foll liberty to make
atemperate use of this gift;“bat we consider it
Lighly culpable, by the muliplicity of occasion to
give cause for abuse, and thgs to promote self-
destruction and the ruin of a :valuable portion of
the community. The laborer drinks, or is tempted
to drink ;—by bhis licentious and disorderly conduct
he deprives himself of proper employment and the
fruits of a sober life;—he robs:seciety of the labor
of his hands; and at last planges himself into
perdition. 37

It is indeed fortunata that the evil, to which we
have just made a brief allusion,, has so soon come
to a crisis. The complaints respecting it are
general—the stubborn facts which it has produced
are incontrovertable. | But what gives force to
those complaints, and, if possible, supports those
facts, is that the Chief Justice *of the Colony, in
the Circuit Court holden in; Graham’s Town,
deemed it his bounden duty publicly to allude to
this abuse—the facility to proeure intoxicating
liquors—as one which “was gausing mischief in
every direction.” | i

We fully concur in the opinions expressed on
the subjeet by his Lordship and the honest Jurors,
with a single exception, however, as regards the
