Muck has been said on the subject of the con-
fiscation of the property of those of the Emigrant
Farmers, who aided and abetted the late “ rebellion”
beyond the Orange River; but as yet nothing has
been shown, which can in any way lead us to the
conclusion that the act of such confiscatian was a
proceeding ‘warranted either by the law of the
colony “or the law of nations, and hence we
cannot conceive how the Home Government,
unless acting on some erroneous data or some re-
prehensible notion of justice and equity; could
have approved of measures, which are liable to
serions objections. :
That the act of confiscation is diametrically op-
sed to the law of this colony—the Datch Law—
as been clearly shown on a former occasion; and
whatever may have been advanced by these who,
ta serve their own ends, or to meet the views of
temporary authorities, are ever ready to twist and
torture the most explicit legal enactments into
verious shapes and meanings, we still cling to the
opinion, once expressed, that the act was not war-
ranted by the law of the land ; and this opinion
we shall continue to held, because the Emigrant
Farmers were either British subjects, or having
renounced their allegiance, were oconsidered in the
light of foreigners. If the first, the law of the
colony should have decided their fate. ' If the
latter, they were shielded by the law of nations.
We feel no inclination however to enter into any
lengthened treatise on the merits of both of these
positions. For the sake of argument we shall look
upon the Emigrants as British subjects ; althoagh
it must be clear to every impartial mind, and those
not given to sophi '
sach was not the light in which they were origi-
nally considered by Her Majesty’s Representative,
who with PreToRIUS and other chiefs, that
only 1n case of four-fifths of the Emigrants de-
claring for British Supremacy, he woald feel
himse%f justified to incur the personal responsibility
of proclaiming that supremacy. We shall not
stop.short to inqunire whether it was after ascer-
taining this fact, that the Governor proceeded to
proclaim British Sovereignty ; nor shall we make
perticular allusion to the protest sent in by upwards
of one thousand male Emigrants against that
proceeding, which had been resorted to without
reference to the previous understanding to abide
the decision of four-fifths of the Emigrants. We
luiil the extension of British dominion, and we
Iless the moment, which has brought those unfor-
tanate wanderers back within the pale of civiliza-
tion and within the jurisdiction of the law. The
feeling of gratitade, which this fact inspires, leads
us to forego manifold objections to which we
should otherwise have felt called upon to make

special reference, and on this account we shall|

confine our remarks to the main question, which
involves the rights of the Emigrants as well as
those of the natives. ‘

In the first place, then, we would énquire,
whether the British Government, whilst claiming
the allegiance of the Emigrant Farmers, has ever
acknowledged their right to the soil which they
occupied? As far as we know this has never been
done, because, if the Government had admitted
their title 1o the lands held by them, such an ad-
misnion might have been tantamount to a declara-
tion of their independence. From beginning to end
our rulers have declared them, however unjustly,
to be encroachers upon the possessions of the
natives, and were ever ready to fall uppn and
crush them in case they lhonf‘t’i venture to make
war or even retaliate upon the abrogines. As
British subjects their property within the colony
could not be confiscated, ﬁecause the law provides
the contrary. As British subjects the government
could not confiscate and sell the fixed property
belonging to them, situated in a foreign indepen-
dent.state. As mere sojourners in the wilderness,
holding their possessions upon the sufferanee of the
rative chiefs, they could not be considered—-by the
Britislf Government at least—who asserted the
contrary,—as having any vested or legal interest in
the soil, i

If this position, which is a pretty clear one, be
admitted, it follows as a matter of course, that to
confiscate those possessione, is to confiscate what
does not belong to them,—is, in fact, to confiscate
the property of the landlord for the debt of the
o?cupnnt,—to d;’vest tlbefna(ibve chiefs of their right
ol property in the soil, for the pur of swellin
the coffers of the British Gover:mm 3 ¢

That the right of the native chiefs is admitted
by the Governmeut, is quite clear from the fact of
the latter, having agreed to pay them a certain
sum of mone{ per annum for ‘the redemption of
the leases held by the emigrants; and the same
fact also tends to demonstrate our position that the
Emigrants were considered to have obtaiped no
right of property in the soil. If a confiscation of

property within the colony. had taken place, we

might have been able to draw a line of distinction -

but how a confiscation of property which the
lessees held from the Iesson—pthgen:tive chiefs—
could. take Qlace, we cannot conceive.

It is possible that we may err in the views taken
by us, and if so, we shall be glad if we mre set
right; but the mare we reflect upon the matter
the more are we perplexed. ' '

'In the same paper that Pretorius’s letter-
stands, (the Commercial Advertiser) he charges them in a
covert manner, among & string of unfoucded charges—of
being connected with slave dealers on the East Coast,” &ec.
—and impudently asks: ‘‘ what was to hinder them from
slave dealing? Do they believe that slavery is a criminal
institution? That it is a deadly sin? Is he a Dutchman,—
a Frenchman,—an American,—is he a British subject >’
Now, this is inteaded for Exeter Hall, and the Anti Slavery
Association, whose functionaries age badly off at present
for want of myeans to pay their salarigs ; this is manufactured
for the Engf®h Market, and the fellow thinks, because he is
shielded by a foreign language (to the Dutch) that no one
would take the trouble to defend these poor oppressed
people, but he has gone foo far lately; the ioterests
of the Dufch and Eaglish Farmers are alike; we are

‘also involved in any injury that affects them as a body, and I

am happy to say that more than one patriotic Eaglishman is
already in the field to see fair play —that the fallen shall not
be trampled under foot. I, ss an Englishman; take upon
myself, to tell that Leriathan of mendacity—that the Dufch
Farmers do consider, that to deal in slaves is a deadly sin;
that, as a body, “ they are a moral and religious
people,”” with the law of liberty (as he has himself said)
“ written in {Aeir Rearts,’”" and yet that double faced man,

‘who could assegpthose very words, quoted in the heading of

this letter in 1827, as describing their character, with the
resolutiqgp of tlre same worthy people passed in 1826, con-
taining & ‘volunfary propesal to extinguish slavery, without
eompensation, in any system of emancipation consistent with

the public wefhn, and. the safety of the slaves themselves,
fresh in his memory, at that time, dares to libel them in the
barefaced infamous manner he has done in his paper of the

10th Jan. 1849, To say what he deserves, might be called

unchristian-like—but it requires a large amount of philo-
sophy, to qualify one's indignation.

That the Governor is infected and has given proof of his

falling off in his regard for them—we have had proof suffi-

cient on the 12th instant, when the deputation waited upon,
him at Government house with their memorial of grievances.

His Excellency knew of their being about to wait on him

six weeks previous—was reminded of it a fortnight before the
12th and again on the 11th instant, and of the respectability
of the people that were coming before him.

On his Excelleney’s return from the Orange River a depu-
tation waited upon him with an address to pour adulation
upon the hero of Boomplaais. They were received properly
in the large room, with windows opening to the stoep on the
N. W. side and not under repair on the 12th, but the sRme
apartment, after receiving ddulation, could not be defiled
with farmers grievances.

In short the very bad grace and worse temper of that days
proceedings has alienated more hearts from Sir Harry than
his forced adhesion to the instructions of his advisers will
ever gain for him. If he had only affected a little of bis
usual frankness and condescension, a little civility to those
gentlemen who stood before bim, and who, barring his
Governorship, there were & hundred or more his equals in
every way. Gentlemen, who bad come to him as a father,
and friend, in love and confidence, expecting sympathy and
attention to their grievances, that he would at least have
condescended to recieve their written statements of facts, In
support of the memorial before him, signed, and all ready
for delivery. '

We have been favored with the perusal of a letter from
Bushire dated the 3rd instant, from which we Jearn that the
rumour of the death of Mahomed Shah, King of Persia, is
unquestionably true. o
It is stated that Persia, as might have been expected, is in
a fearful state of commotion. The Towns sre all in a bustle,
snd some exbibited warlike preparations. At Bushire, Ab-
dool Mahomed the principal Mogul Merchant, having fallen
out with the Sheik of that place, had brought 700 Dusbta-
soonies to guard the place. The Sheiks also sent to Bauker
Khao for 700 Tungasoonies, when Abdool Mahomed hLearing
of it and knowing the Tungasoonies, to be far superior ia
valour to the Dashtasoonies commenced preparations :o leave
the place and sent a message to the Sheik that if he brovght
any Tungasoonies into Bushire all the Merchaots would de-
sert it,

The Merchants were all packing up their property to start
to some other Port in case of an attack from apy quarter, as
po Ghafilas had arrived for several days, owing to the dis-
turbed state of the country throughout, consequent to the
death of the Sovereign, which bad sent all ill-disposed people
to the highways to plunder. o

The Steamer Sir Charles Forbes, which reached Bushire in
15 days after she left this, being only 6 days from Muscst,
was not allowed to land her cargo but requested to proceed to
Couette and discharge it there. The Resident had not re-
