no offence can be taken at this, for, suppose the
Datch colonists had not united to resist the intro-
duction of conviats, would this Colony hhve es-
caped pollution ? The exercise of their influcnce,
therefore, has tended to protect the interests of
both. Nor can it be said that in the late election
of Unefficial Members of Council they ‘exer-
cised an injurious influence; for the Unofficial
Members were not returned by their votes only,
but by the united votes of both English and Dutch.
But throw the question of inflaence overboard,
and then what have we ? The Government invited
all classes of inhabitants to retnrn fit and gnalified
men—men who possessed the confidence of their
fellow men. These they returned ; and is it to be
said that because they selected men in whom they
placed the greatest confidence, that they exercised
an erroneous discretion? If so, then are all those
Englishmen who voted for them traitors to their
own interests. "
Bat not even these pnofficial members—three of
whom fall ander the designation of Colonists of
Dutch extraction—althoagh not so in reality—
would hear of a difference of interest. No. Her
Majesty’s Attorney General was call-d to accoun
by one of them, because he had inlulged in ex
pressions which ininond the beliel that he aime
at English ascendancy, instcad of consilerng !l
interests alike; and if the wan retarncd by the
voice of the people fvels offended at such a reflec
tion, who will maintain that the people who selectud
him entertain opposite notions?
We might quote several instances to show that,
28 far as the Government is concurued, a distinc-
tion is actually made between English and Dutch,
in regard to appointments of honor and emul m ay
‘and that those who have any influence with the
Govyernment, wsethat influaence to the detriment
of the Dutch; but-as-we stated before, no instance
can be pointed out whers English interests have
suffered os account of Dutch influence. We
never find the Dutch raising a hue and cry—th y
are accastomed to bear injustice ;—but some few
members of the English community, jealous o
power, are ever ready give utterance to a weries of
nonsense and protcst against that which is non-
existant, It is time that they should becoumne
better informed. :

LATEST INTELLIGENCE FROM KING
WILLIAM'S TOWN.

Arrival of His Excellency at East London.

His Excellency landed at this port last night with
his staff, with the 731 regiment, artillery, guans,
&c, and is probably before this time already in
King William’s Town.

The substance of the intelligence from that post,
as conveyed in private letters, is as foliows : —The
Kafirs had been very quiet for the lust few days. It
is stated by differeat partics who are moving about
the country, and who can speak the language, that
the spirit and dariug of the war party is much on
t¥4ecline, Sandilli is said to be much alamgel,
an® skalking in the bush. This chief is at present
in the bush on the barks of the Goo'ah stream, a
few miles above its junction with the Keiskamma
river. He has few followers with him, mostly
young men, headed by Anta, who is warlike and
daring. The desire for war is as yet confined to the
Gaika Kafirs. The Slambie tribes are very quict.
The chiefs Pato, Toise, and Seyolo loyally profess
their allegiance,—but Umbala, it is said, is some-
what more reserved. The accounts from Kreli’s
country are rather conflicting. The people of this
chief have however, it is stated, offered obstruction
to the Kafir police in ihe execution of their duty.

It is sup that his Excellency’s first demand
will be thedull payment of the fine demanded for
the reseue of the cattle, which it is supposed, will
be satisfied.
