« The Kafirs, although nUMBLED, are yet most
liring and troublesome.” 8o says a writer in the
iy uham’s Town Jouw nal, whose farther observa-
iions will be found in the extracts from that paper,
Jwwhere ingserted; and so will no doabt all
those say who may chance to rcad the various
a-counts of the daring exploits on the part of the
kafrs transferred to our columne.

But they have sued for peace, it will be argued,
and this surely must be taken as evidence of the
irt. On this point, however, we differ from
those who thus argue. We hold that peace is not
sufrequently sued for to secure different ends : it
may be either to prevent farther bloodshed and
Jestruction of property by the conquerors, or to
profic by the termination of hostilities. The latter
is the case with the Kafirs. Are they hambled?
How and by what? In nearly every encounter
with the troops, as we said on a former occasion,
have they been the victors; in almost every foray
upon colonial property have they succeeded to
despoil the colonists; and instead of being humbled
therefore they have reason to be proad of their
achievements. Let the colonists then not allow
themselves to be deceived. Whenever the Kafirs
find war becoming tedious owing to its protraction,
or their ammunition falling short, they do indeed
pretend a certain degree of bumiliation, bat this
1s & mere pretext. Inthe grmt instance both the
length of the war and the chance of exhausting their
ammunition have a certain effect upon the mind of
the Kafirs; but another important reason why
they desire a cessation of hostilitics is, their wis
to gather their early crops, and next to retain pos-
session of the spoils of the eolony.

Can there be any doubt of the acenracy of this
view, or of the insincerity of the Chiefs, hostile and
friendly? How many Gaika cattle have the Slam-
bies, friends though they be, delivered up? How
many has that cunning fox Umbhala sent in? How
many have been received from Kreri? What have
the Gaika Chiefs offered ? Nothing worth naming.
But withal a cessation of hostilities for three days,
bas been granted to SaxpsLLi and the Gaika Chiefs !
Surely this cannot have been upon the farvourable
result of the interview held by them with Messrs.
McDraryip and BrowNvLee? ;

Ifit were possible to draw any favorable conclu-
sion from!that meeting, we would readily doso;
but look at the manmner in which the Chiefs
behaved themselves. They do not even pretend
to acquiesce in the QGovernor's terms. Peace
they do desire to gather in their crops and because
many white men as well as Kafirs have fallen in this
war; but to make peacc they will not condescend

to go to King William’s Town or any post, but the
Governor, if he want to talk of peace, must send his
deputies to them in the field, as was done in 1835,
and if any of them are required to go to a post, then
must the Governor leave hostages in their hands!
Will language such as this be metamorphosed into
an humble supplication for peace? If it should,
and perhaps it will, then away with all prospect of
future safety to ihe frontier ; for depetid upon it that
a hollow and treacherous peace will be the .conse-
quence.

We have seen some allusion made to Sir Harry
Swita’s humauity ;: we give the writer credit for
Lis good opinien of the Commander-in-Chief;

1endering him incapable to commit further robbery
and bloodshed, and effectually protecting and
satisfying the innocent ? Any patched peace now
vill be a death blow to the prostrate frontier Colo-
nists, as surely as it will infuse fresh vigor into
the minds of their deadly enemies, and enable
them o recommence the war after tlie lapse of a
few short months ; and any man bold enoungh to
commit an act 80 detrimental to our social exis-
tence, so thoroughly opposed to reason and com-
mon sense,—s0 derogatery. to the hovor of the
Biitish Crown,—whether he be Sir HARRY Surrn
or any body else,—~must  certainly bLe divested of
every feeling which are believed to throb the
breast of a sincere politician who labors for the
general good.

It appears from subsequent accounts, received
by Saturday’s post, that hostilities have becn re-
simed, the truce having led to no practical result.
1t also appears to be the determination of the Go-
vernor to drive the Gaikas across the Kei. The
