Experiments to render the ‘effluent harmless have been
conducted for some considerable time and I can recall the _
time when we were associated in a pllot plant project with

_the CSIR surroundmg mumclpahtles as well as the indus-

tries concerned, That was about 15 years ago.

"It would seem as if a final solution to the whole problem
has at last been found thanks to the efforts of the Steering
Committee which consisted of our own engineers, our consul-
tants and representatives of the National Institute of Water"

" Research. A meeting of this Committee has just taken place

at Stellenbosch and was attended by no less a person than
Dr. G. J. Stander, Director of the Institute of Water Research

o and also by Dr. G. G. Cillie who is in charge of the Cape

Regional Laboratory of the Institute. It was decided at this
