They 
failed to under tand that in spile of 
all being equals leadership must be 
recognised. The rebellion ended 
·with an earthquake and with tre­
me11dou8 ]o s of ]ife.

It in­
eYitahlv end-. in disa8trr.. Kornh and 
hi~ followers perishf'd hut unfOr. 
tunatelv the pirit of Kornh did not 
die. - ~re still see the l\fo'5es and 
Aaron of to-day ph~a<ling with the 
P ' i""hie\ nus among t u for "the right 
c::pirit and the uplifting of hurnm1ity."
