(Continued [rom Page 863 )
touched.” A perusal of the book,
which is, of course, ex parte, sup-
ports this conclusion, which will,
no doubt, receive the .1t'rent10n of
the competent authorities.”

SHECHITA.

At the recent Conference of the
British Association held at Leeds
the question of the slaughtering of
animals was diseussed. This mat-
ter was dealt with in the Agricul-
tural Section, and Captain C. W.
Hume, Hon. Secretary of the
University of London Animal Wel-
fare Society, read a paper on “ The
Ql.mf'htmmjf of Animals for
Food.” e recommended that the
Assgociation should appoint a com-
mittee to examine into the neces-
sity which existed for (1) concen-
tration of slaughtering into central
abattoirs where adequate inspee-
tion was practicable: (2) licensing
of slaughtermen; (3) national as
distinet from local adoption of the
practice of stunning with the
humane killer before slaughter;
(4) the use of knocking-down
hoxes or stunning pens for posi-
tioning animals, and of the
Weinherg apparatus in the case of
Jewish slanghtering.

The Committee reports that the
Palestine Pdllhqudké of July 1lth,
although serious and causing much
local injury and many deaths was not
of unusual violence. The intensity of
its indications on the Oxford seismo-
erams was much less than in the case
of the ear thquake in China on May
22nd, although the latter was at a
much greater distance.
