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QUIET SABBATH lN VIEN A 

Following "All Quiet" Prohibition.

The Jews of Vienna spent a quiet Sabbath, as a result of 
the eve-of-th -Sabbath prohibition of the " All Quiet" talkie, 
the presentation of which had turned the Jewish quarter for the 
last few days into an armed camp, with huge forces of police 
oul in lhe streets to beat back the attempts of lhe Hitlerists to 
break into the quarter and smash up th Jewish hous s and 
shops as a protest against the "Jewish insult to Germany's 
war dead," which they alleged the film to b . 

The usual Sabbath atmosphere prevailed, although there 
were strong police patrols in the streets to protect the Jews 
going to and from synagogue. 

The Hitlerists are now said to be organising an attack 
upon the famous Burg Theatre as a protest against the pro­
duction there of a play about the Rothschilds, whose author, 
Herr Sassman, is not a Jew. They object to the play on the 
ground that it is a "glorification of an international Jewish 
family." The Socialist Mayor of Vienna, Herr Seitz, has 
brought up the matter in Parliament in the form of an inter­
pellation to the Government, asking whether it intends to re­
treat again before the threatened violence of the Hitlerists by 
prohibitiug the play as it has prohibited the "All Quiet" film. 

JEWS ADVANTAGEOUS TO MEXICO.

that they are detrimental to the commerce and industry of the 
country. The Confederation is proud, the statement reads, to 
have Jews among its members. 

A MUSICAL DIRECTOR DJSMJSSED. 

Because His WifE> is Jewish. 
Berlin, January 12th. 

After appointing recently Professor Guenther, the notorious 
anti-Semite, to the Chair of "Raceology" at the world-famous 
University of Jena, whjch has as. ociations with Luther and 
Goethe, and numbers among its teaching staff of the past giants 
like Fichte, Hegel, Schelling, Schlegel and Schiller, and has 
since its foundation in the sixteenth century been in the fore­
front of all German Universities in liberally accepting new ideas 
and in the democratic opinions 0btaining there, Dr. Frick, the 
Hitlerist Minister of the Interior and of Education and Fine 
Arts in Thuringia, in which State both J ena and Weimar, the 
world-centre of Wagnerian opera, are , ituated, has now carried 
further his policy of "Germani:fication" by dismissing Herr 
Praetorius, the General-Director of the famous Weimer National 
Theatre, which has had Richard Strauss and othe1· famous musi­
cians , amo11g its conductors, because his wife is a Jewess, and 
appointing the Hitlerist conductor Nebbe, in his place. 

Dr. Frick alleged that Praetorius is under the influence 
of his wife, who has prevailed upon him to give preference 
to Jews in engaging the singers and musicians for the theatre. 
Artistic circles throughout Germany are infuriated by the dis­
missal of Herr Praetorius, which they denounce as a piece 
of vandalism endangering the future of the Weimar Theatre, 
which owes its present prestige largely to the successful man­
ner in which Herr Praetorius has maintained the high artistic 
• tandards of his predecessors. • 

PRIME MrNISTER ONGRATUL_\TES FELIX WARBURG 

On Hi s 60th Birthday.

Mr. J. Ramsay MacDonald, the British Prime Minister, 
who, during his stay in America in 1929, saw a good deal of 
Mr. Felix M. Warburg (Mr. Warburg headed the Jewish Agency 
deputation which Mr. MacDonald received in New York, and 
two or lhree days later Mr. MacDonald and his party paid a 
visit to Mr. Warburg's estate at White Plains and had tea with 
him there), has sent a telegram of congratulation to Mr. War­
burg on the occasion of his 60th birthday, which occurs to-
1norrow. 

Dr. Ch. Weizmann has sent the following message: It has 
been my privilege to work in close association with Mr. Felix 
M. Warburg for the past four or five years, and I should like 
on the occasion of his 60th birthday to express my congratula­
tions and warmest good wishes, together with my deep appreci­
ation of the help and stimulus we have derived from him. His 
judgment and his generosity alike have been unfailing, and it 
gives me great pleasure to acknowledge the debt of gratitude 
which I personally, and the Jewish Agency at large, owe him. 
We all trust that he may have before him many years of fruit­
ful labour in the tasks which he has so auspiciously begun.
