It is hoped that all Jewish farmers who are in-
terested in the Chalutz scheme and desire to assist
will undertake to send to the training farm imple-
ments, cattle, or seed, and thus facx.htate the work of
establishing the farm on a self-paying basis.

Obituary

MRS. ESTHER BERKOWITZ.

The death occurred under tragic circumstances on the 20th
ult. of Mrs. Esther Berkowitz, widow of the late Mr. Marcus
Berkowitz, of Witbank, who was one of the early pioneers of
South Africa and' one of the founders of the Witbank Jewish
community. He was for many years President of the Witbank
Hebrew Congregation and was well-known as one of the early
Zionist workers in this country.

The late Mrs. Berkowitz was born in Riga, and was the
daughter of the well-known late Mr. Chanoch Switgall, who
was famous for his charitable work. It was this charitable
disposition which was well inherited by his daughter, for Mrs.
Berkowitz was throughout her life an active and staunch
charity worker. During the last few years of her life, she
resided in Johannesburg and was one of the most loyal wor-
shippers at the Yeoville synagogue. She never missed attend-
ing a service and no opportunity of performing a good deed
was lost by her. She was a most pious woman and represented
a type of old orthodox and aristocratic Jewish lady, which
is gradually passing away.

The late Mrs. Esther Berkowitz is survived by her three
sons, Messrs. Emiel, Nicolai and Simon, and six daughters, Mrs.
S. Esakov, Mrs. N. Goldberg, Johannesburg; Mrs. Ralph Meas-
roch, Piet Retief; Mrs. M. Luntz, Witbank; Mrs. H. Pope,
Pretoria; and Mrs. P. Weinberg, Durban. : .
