~' A Dirty Innuendo " 

THOSE of us who have learned to ad-
mire the courage of the President 

of the Irish Free State - · Eamon de 
Valera - have been painfully affected 
by the remark attributed to him in a 
recent cable despatch. Answering the 
attack levelled against him by his poli­
tical opponents, the head of the Irish . 
Free State is alleged to have stig­
matised the charge that he was of 
Jewish origin as "a dirty innuendo." 

I do not think tliat many of us are 
interested as to whether the President 
of the Irfah Free State has, or has not, 
J e>dsh blood coursing through his 
veins. If he has, then he is not the first 
among the Christians of the world ele­
Yated to high office to evade Jewish 

blood relationship. Let us take it for 
granted, however, that Mr. de Valera 
is correct when he denies such relation­
ship. To associate such de~al, however, 
with the declaration that it constitutes 
"a dirty innuendo" is to 'reflect a frame 
of mind ill-becoming an idealist and a 
reputed champion of freed<?m and 
democracy. 

I am sure there are many Jewish 
friends of the Irish cause, who could 
inform Mr. de . Valera that there is noth­
ing "dirty" in the ''innuendo" of being 
a Jew or of Jewish origin, except in the 
minds of racial and religious bigots. I 
feel that Mr. de Valera, as an en­
lightened statesman, should have 
known this and that he owes some ex­
planation not only to the Jews of Ire­
land, but to the Jews of the world. 

Ignorance 

A REMARKABLE utterance was made 
the other day in New York by Mr. 

Felix Warburg, the great philan­
thropist. He declared that Jewish young 
men were trying to take positions in 
life of the easiest kind and were not 
working hard at manual labour nor as­
sociating themselves with pioneer acti­
vities. It seems strange that this 
Jewish leader should have picked out 
the moth-eaten argument of the 
anti-Semites. "The Jews like easy 
life!" "The Jews cannot do pioneer 
work!" "The Jew is foreign to agri­
culture!" 

Those people who might sympathise 
with such distorted philosophy must re­
member that the Jew is the victim of an 
ugly heritage, whicn for centuries has 
not enabled him to identify himself with 
the vocations which Mr. Warburg men­
tions. The Jew had no other choice but 
to devote himself to specified vocations. 

Now he can no longer be stig­
matised as a sluggard in manual 
labour. What of his work in the I CA 
colonies, on the Canadian prairies, in the 
semi-tropics of Texas and in the Argen­
tine ? Has Mr. Warburg forgotten the 
greatest pioneering movement of the 
age - the tr!lnsforming of deserts and 
barren soil in Palestine into beautiful 
colonies? As for industry and labour, 
there is a vast army of Jewish men and 
women labouring in many countries 
under the most ti·ying conditions. It is 
well known that the clothing industry 
in America and many other countries 
has been built up by the sweat of 
Jewish labour. It is recognised also 
that the Jews have contributed to the 
textile industry of Poland. Given the 
opportunity, Jews become excellent 
workmen and labourers. 

Queen of Belgium is of re­
mote Jewish descent. This royal lady is 
a daughter of the Swedish monarch, and 
the Swedish royal family is descended 
from Bernadotte, one of Napoleon's 
marshals who was said to have been a 
Jew. 

The story is told that some year ago 
a Jewish friend of the Swedish king got 
into conversation with him about the 
Jews. 

" Why is Your Majesty so greatly in­
terested? 11 was asked of him. 

The reply came, " I am a descendant 
of Bernadotte." 

Consistency 
NOTHING but a pure and unadul-

terated Aryanism appears to en­
title one to be a part of the New Ger­
many. In order to effect the " happy" 
result, every vestige of non-Aryanism 
must be rooted out. 

It is for this purpose that the Minis­
ter of Agriculture has proscribed the 
use of Professor Franz Friedman'• 
famous vaccine for immunising cattle 
against tuberculosis. Dr. Friedman was 
a Jew, and a prohibition must 
be placed upon anything that ·was 
produced by a Jewish brain. We will 
therefore soon see in Germany a new 
breed of cow, the pure and pedigreed 
Aryan cow. 

The consistency of Nazism has, how­
ever, been somewhat marred by the 
National Mourning Day, which was re­
cently proclaimed. Goose - stepping 
regiments commemorated the occasion 
by designating · the 2,000,000 German 
dead as national heroes. Inasmuch as 
many Jews were among the fallen, Uiey, 
too, would come under the category of 
national heroes. 

The Nazis indeed have a pecuuar 
sense of decency if the dead Jews have 
become national heroes, while their 
living kin are not eYen allowed to 
breathe freely.
