And one learns the 
hero's story when he confides to the sole 
remaining member of the gallant party and 
begs him to mail a letter for him in case he 
is bumped off and the olher comes through. 
However, they both land in a German hospi· 
tal and the hero's life is saved by a blood 
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transfusion. the blood donor being the 
German girl he had been engaged to before 
thP prejudice of war separated them. 

Bill Bo) d, as the hero, has one of the best 
roles of his career and makes the most of 
iL. Lew Cody and Russell Gleason as the 
members of the "holding" crew who are 
killf'd are fine. 

Za5u Pitts cor m the part of a lady 
kniff' thrower. Marion Shilling is splendid 
as a loving patriot who sends her man to 
\var, and Jimmie Gleason gives a very good 
performance in the character of "Jim."
