"Jewish Facial Expression" was the sub~ 

ject of a paper read at the Zionist conver­
~azione on Tue day night by Dr. J. Sachs. 

The many attempts made by Je\\S and 
nou-Jews to reduce the head formation and 
features of the Jew to a definite type had 
failed, said Dr. Sachs. The actual physical 
characters of the Jew were so varied as to 
defy reduction to a single type. Jews 
adopted the physical characters of the 
people among whom they lived-and yet they 
~eemed Lo relain their own peculiar 
physiognom}. They showed no uniformity 
of stature, colour of skin, hair, eyes, form 
of skull and face or ca~ t of featurei-;.

,\ll race theories which attributed to the 
Jew certain facial and cranial qualities 
which characteri~ed him had gone astra)' 
because thev dealt in three dimensions only. 

The Jewish face expressed a tortured sense 
of infinity. It sou~ht to transcend iLs 
physi,,al planP Loth in feature and expres­
::;ion. The typical Jewish face could nol bt> 
called beautiful, yet it had inspired the art 
of the world's greatest artists. 

In the discussion which followed the lec­
ture, Dr. S. E. Kark, Mr. M. Ben Arie and 
Dr. I. M. Hurwitz participated. Dr. Sachs 
replied to the various points raised.
