In his excavations
at Elephantine in 1906-1908, the following moral maxim appears
among others: “My son, the beating of a boy is like manure
to a garden.”

The maxim as such needs no comment. The “Story of
Ahikar” tells the tale of the Prodigal Son, only in this case
the father does not forgive his son, but puts hin. in chains and
punishes him, saying: “To him that doeth good, good shall be
recompensed; and to him that doeth evil, evil shall be rewarded.”

There has recently arrived in Johannesbwwrg Mrs. Rachel
tabinowitz, who has come to this country to make an appeal
on behalf of the Union of Jewish Relief Association of the
Polish Republic.

She declares
that unless assistance comes forward, 15,000 defenceless Jewish
orphans will find themselves in dire distress in Poland. The
present serious position is due to the fact that money has
stopped reaching Poland from Jewry in America, owing to the
depression in that country.
